SIR,

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between Canada and AU-"tralia for air services between the two countries signed in Ottawa on i itI
June, 1946 and to the Exchange of Notes of i6th March, 1951

In consideration of the recent negotiations between the Air Authorities Ofour respective governments the Canadian Government would now like topropose that the provisions of the Exchange of Notes of 16th March,' 1951 becancelled and that paragraphs 1, 2, 3 and 4 of the Annex to the above notedAgreement be amended to read as follows:
1. An airline designated by the Government of Australia may operatereturn service originating in Australia and terminating in Canada on thleroute specified below and may take on and put down at Vancouverinternational traffic in passengers, mail and cargo uplifted or dshre

at other points so specified.
2. The route to be operated by the designated airline of the Government Of

Australia shall be:
Any point or points in Australia to Vancouver via Fiji, Tahiti, HonolUlU'San Francisco and other intermediate stopping places as may be mutualý1
agreed in both directions.
Intermediate stopping places may at the option of the designated airlil'8
be omitted on any or ail fiights.

3. An airline designated by the Government of Canada may operate ereturn service originating in Canada and terminating in Australia on tle
route specified below and may take on and put down at Sydney interr',
tional traffic in passengers, mail and cargo upiifted or discharged at lepoints s0 specified.

4. The route to be operated by the designated airline of the Government OfCanada shaîl be:
Any point or points in Canada to Sydney via San Francisco, HonlîI>,Tahiti, Fiji and other intermediate stopping places as may be mutuelîy
agreed in both directions.
Intermediate stopping places may at the option of the designated airhirlebe omitted on any or ail flights.
