we attach the greatest importance to the dialogue between
developed and developing nations in the expectation that it will
aéhieve,éoncrete results in areas of mutual ihteresﬁ. And we
reaffirm our'countrieé' determination té'barficipate in this
process in the éompetent‘bodies, with a political will to succeed,
looking towa;d ncgotiafions in aéprOpriate cases. Our common
goal is to find practical solutions which contribute to an

equitable and productive relationship among all peoples.
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
