(xii) to act upon the appointment of the Director General in accorda

with Articles XI and XII of this Agreement;
(xiii) pursuant to Article XII of this Agreement, to adopt the organizatio

structure of the executive organ; and
(xiv) to exercise any other powers coming within the purview of

Assembly of Parties according to the provisions of this Agreemen
(d) The first ordinary meeting of the Assembly of Parties shall

convened by the Secretary General within one year following the date
which this Agreement enters into force. Ordinary meetings shall thereafter
sel eduled to be held every two years. The Assembly of Parties, however,
decide otherwise from meeting to meeting.
(e) (i) In addition to the ordinary meeting provided for in paragraph

of this Article, the Assembly of Parties may meet in extraordil
meetings, which may be convened either upon request of the Bol
of Governors acting pursuant to the provisions of Article XIV or
of this Agreement, or upon the request of one or more Parties Wh
receives the support of at least one-third of the Parties including
requesting Party or Parties.

(ài) Requests for extraordinary meetings shall state the purpose of
meeting and shall be addressed in writing to the Secretary Gene
or the Director General, who shall arrange for the meeting to be hl
as soon as possible and in accordance with the rules of procedure
the Assembly of Parties for convening such meetings.

(f) A.quorum for any meeting of the Assembly of Parties shall cons
rep:resentatives of a majority of the Parties.
