
() to preventive measures, wherever taken, to prevent or
mimimize sucix dainage.

Article 3

Liability of the shipowner

1. Except as provided in paragraphs 3 and 4, the shipowner at the time of
an incident shail be liable for pollution damage caused by any bunker oil on
board or originating from the slip, provided fixa, if an incident consists of a
series of occurrences ixaving tixe saine origin, fixe liability shail affadi to thxe
shipowner at the f me of the first of sudh occurrences.

2. Where more than one person is liable in accordance wif h paragrapx 1,
their liability shail be joint and several.

3. No liability for pollution dlamage shail affacix to the shipowner if fthe
sixipowner proves fliat:

(a) fixe dlamage resulted from an act of war, hostilities, civil war,
insurrection or a natural pixenomenon of an exceptional,
inevitable and irresistible character; or

(b) thxe damage was wholly caused by an act or omission done
wifix the intent to cause damnage by a third party;, or

(c) thxe dlamage was wixolly caused by the negligence or ofixer
wrongfiil act of any Government. or other aufhority responsible
for thxe maintenance of ligixts or other navigational aida in thxe
exercise of that function.

4. if the shipowner proves that fixe pollution <lainage resulfed wixolly or
partially eitixer from an act or omission done with intent to cause dainage by thxe
person who suffered tixe dlamage or from the negligence of that person, fixe
shipowner niay be exonerated wixolly or partially from liability to such person.

5. No claim for compensation for pollution dlamage shail be nmade against
tixe shipowner otherwise than in accordance with this Convention.

6. Notbing in tixis Convention shall prejudice any rigixt of recourse of fixe
shipowner which exists independently of this Convention.
