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producers were also discussed, and useful ideas exchanged
regarding the means by which an expansion of German-Canadian
trade might be effected . Technical questions relating to
sequestered German assets and oth~r matters were also dis-
cussed . It was also fclt desirable for the two Governments
to consider further the question of giving effect to certain
pre-war agreements between them or, alternatively, of
negotiating new and broader agreements in certain instances .

Dr. Adenauer and Mr . St . Laurent expressed confi-
dence that Gertnan-Canadian friendship within the community
of peaceful and democratic nations would deepan and grow .
