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have put into force regulations in refer-
ence to quarantine, and a 'strong argu-
ment may ba advanced that the suûbsequant
bargain, by implication, ovarrides our ragu-
lations. I arn not much im.pressed with
that vi-ew of the matter although there is
no rasarvation in the raciprecity agree-
ment. 1 waive that point, but I feel it is
ail important 'thet we are antaring into an
arrangement which may confliet with this
vital matter of our quarantine regulations,
and that po8sibly wa rnay have difficulty
owing to the Aniarican interpretation of
the agreement. My axperiance is that in
cases of contract whera there is no court
to which the parties can rasort, tha rasuit
of a dispute is that the strongar rnust and
does pravail. I arn addieasing myseif to
'the question of pretecting our cattie by
'these quarantina regulations, and arn en-
deavouring to warn the ministar as he is
the guardian of ail tha hogs, cattie and
poultry of Canada, that ha should be on the
lalert, that thara is great danger of the
Americans so using their influence over
us, by force of numbars, that the reputa-
Cion of our meat preducts will be seriously
imperiiled. The Arnericans might be quite
prepared to admit that our ragulations are
'valid and within our rights, but they may
ýargue that this is flot a fair exercisa of that
right, and that under colour of quarantine:
regulationa we are excluding their cattia
from o-or mnarkats. While I have great
respect for the Arnerican peopla as individ-
ua*s, the history of our transactions witb
them in the past is net such as to maka me
qeel that wa can safelZ leava to the United
States the interpretation of our action in
referenca to quarantina, they will say wa
are not -acting honestly, and thay will an-
deavour te hold the club over us. Whila I
do not think I can frigbten the Minister of
Agriculture, I guarantea that they will
frightan him whan the tiine cornes and wa
%will ha tha suffarers, that tbay will impose
thair interpratation of our right to enforca
querantina ragulations, and that the minis-
tar will ha coxnpellad to allow their live
stock to enter Canada irnperilling tha safaty
of omr flocks, and hards. I ask the minis-
ter to act on behalf of tha farmars for once
and to coma -to the reacua of the raputation
of our live stock. I know ha bas sufficient
Influence in tbe -cabinet, acting on behaif
tof the fermera, to malt the etony hearts of
'tha First Minister and the Ministar of
Finance altbough tbay saam to ha obdurate
bn this raciprocity question, and I appeal
to hlm 'to protect tha interests of the farn--
ý-rs in this mattar.

Mr. FISHER. I assure rny bon, fin'I wi]1 not ha deaf to bis appeal. 1 apprac-
lata his efforts and 1 will try to dasarva
1them.

Mr. ARMSTRONG. Di*d tha minigter dur-
'ing the recasa inquire as to wbathar this
,aigrearnnt would have the affect allagad?
1Mr. BLAIN. Wban ara w'a to receiva in-

formation as to the opinion of the Justice
Departmant?

Mr. FISHER. I will discusa it with rny
colleagua cartainly, and Ret bis viaws as
soon as I can. I hope that whan anothar
item of mina comas up) I will ha able to
tell mv hon. friand what the views of the
Ministar of Justice are.

Mr. BLAIN. My understanding is that
my hon. friand. would hava the compact
agraad to by bis govarnrnent, including
birnsalf and, aftar it has bean agraad to,
whan ha bas a littla tirna on bis banda, ha
is goinR to aubmit it to the Justice Dapart-
ment. I would bave supposed that a min-
istar who is lookiniz aftar the intarasta of
the farmars 'would bava submittad this
qiuestion to tha Justice Dapartrnant bafore
tbay consanted to the contract or made the
agreement. The charge that 1 maka with
respect to thia mattar la tbat my hon.
friand has forizottan the fermera' intereats
altogathar, both with respect to tha cara of
the haaltb of our animais and on ganaral
principlas. My hon. friand ramembars vary
well the applausa that the govarumant
baapad upon bim from witbin, not from
witbout, bacausa ha was a practicel farmer.

Mr. MILLER. Hear, hear.
Mr. BLAIN. My bon, friand says 'hear,

hear;' I arn delighted to bava bis support.
Mr. MILLER. My hon, friand bas my

support in saying that the Ministar of Agri-
culture is a practical, a vary succasaful and
a tborougbly up-to-data farmer. I would
lika to ask the hon. mambar for Peel
wbatbar, if rny hon, friand the Ministar of
Agriculture obtainad a lagal opinion from
rny bon. friand the Minister of Justice, ha
would ha satisflad witb that opinion?

Mr. BLAIN. My hon. friand bas antiraly
misundarstood me. 1 was pointing out the
applause that was corn±ng from the govarn-
ment and my hon. friand's aida of the House
bacausa tha Minister o! Agriculture was an
up-to-data fermer. I waa not suggasting
that I waa baliaving in that epplausa.

Mr. MILLER. Oh, I rnisundarstood you,
than; I tbought you wara.

Mr. BLAIN. My hon, friand was rnis-
taken about tbat. What I would lika to
know is 'whatber my hon, friand the Min-
istar of Agriculture bas not forgottan the
intarasta of the fermer witb respect to this
mattar.

Mr. FISHER. Oh, no.
