ABORIGINAL RIGHTS

SUGGESTED WITHDRAWAL 0F BILL C-48-MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. Jim Fulton (Skeena): Madam Speaker, 1 rise under the
provisions of Standing Order 43 to raise an issue of urgent and
pressing necessity.

On March 19, 1981, representatives of the Yukon and
Northwest Territories' governments, the Committee for Origi-
nal People's Entitlement, the Dene Nation, the Inuit Tapirisat
of Canada, the Council for Yukon Indians, and the Northwest
Territories Metis Association met, and in an historic unani-
mous decision opposed Bill C-48, the Oul and Gas Act, because
the legislation bas totally ignored the issues related to aborigi-
