Mr. Baker (Nepean-Carleton): 1 have a question with
respect to my status in rising at this time, and it is a matter I
want to have cleared up. You will recail that on March 31,
1982, when we had a few moments while waiting for the
Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod, I rose in the course of the
debate on a grievance-

Somne hon. Members: Order.

Mr. Baker (Nepean-Carleton): 1 arn speaking on a point of
order. After some insuits, taunts and noises from the other
side, which is flot unuîsial, ynu indicated that I had the floor
and could proceed with respcct to that grievance. Somehow,
somewhere in the middle of the matter, the Parliamentary
Secretary to President of the Privy Council (Mr. Smith) rose
in his place and was rccognized for some purpose or other. He
then, without his minister anywhcre in the House, attempted, I
think surreptitiously, to bring on a government order to
intervene and interrupt me on the floor during the course of
that grievance. Following that I was asked whether I was
speaking to this matter and I answered yes. At that timne my
feeling was 1 was speaking to the grievance on which I had the
floor and on which 1 had been interrupted. The debate then
went on and on and on. 1 have to say to you, Madam Speaker,
that in the course of that debate and through aIl of the inter-
ruptions which finally ended with the announcement that the
Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod was here, it was and stili is
my understanding that, notwithstanding the intervention by
the government in an attempt to cut off debate, I was stili
speaking on that grievance. 1 was flot, as you will note on page
16030 of Hansard and the following pages, doing anything else
but carrying on with the matter which I first raised in order to
filI that hiatus in time between the end of the vote and the
arrivaI of the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod. We knew
that was happening because the tables had been moved and it
was in fact general knowledge.

That is the position, Madam Speaker, that I left that night,
that my grievance ended when we had to take the caîl of the
hon. Deputy to the Governor General. It ended then but it
carried on ail through that period of time. I would hope that
my understanding would be upheld by the Chair in any ruling,

and 1 think before we enter into the debate 1 would like to have
that matter cleared up by the Chair.

Hon. Yvon Pinard (President of the Privy Council):
Madam Speaker, it surprises me that the hon. member does
not know on what he was speaking.

Mr. Blenkarn: Nonsense! You know better than that.

Mr. Pinard: It is clear from the record that the hon. member
should know he was speaking on Bill C-93.
