tlle atisolite juî isdiction of the provincial court judge, thcercby
allowing the Crown the option of proceeding by inidictnit; and raise
tlle penalty for snch offcnces Io ai maximumin of four ycars'
imliprisonIlenIlt.

Ci()tDS AND) SERVIRS TAX

Mr. Rod Laporte (Moose Jaw-Lake Centre): Mr.
Speaker, I rise today to present two petitions. 'Fhe first
one is with respect to the goocîs and services tax and is
signed by a number of residents from the northern area
of my rtdino. including the communities of Viscount,
Young, and Watrous.

The petitioners tndîcate that they are opposed to the
goods and services tax. Thev state that the governiment
bas not adclressed the unl'aîrtaxaitioti svstem currentlv in
place which permits wealthy mincidualsý and corporations
to pa' little or no federa]ltax \vhile forcinn l0\VCF and
middle-income taxpayers bo bear more of' the national
tax burclen.

The lietitioners eaul upon the governiment to \vithdraw
this tax and to ensure that, if and xvhen there is a broad
public consensus on a sales tax measure to repîlace the
manufacturers' sales tax, this reform not be an opportu-
nity fort the governiment to impîose a massive tax-grali.

('ANADIAN WiILAT BOARD

Mr. Rod Laporte (Moose jaxv-Lake Centre): 1 also
have a petition, Mr. Speaker, signed by a number of

farmers from Saskatchewan who are very concerned
about the future of the Canadian Wheat Board.

They arc upset that the government has chosen to
remove oats from the jurisdiction of the Canadian
Wheat Board and caîl upon the government to reinstate
oats under the jurisdiction of the Wheat Board and to
give oats and barley the samne protection that wheat now
enjoys, namely that neither of the commodities could be
removed unless removed so by Parliament.

GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

Mr. David D. Stupich (Nanaimo-Cowichan): Mr.
Speaker, 1, too, rise under Standing Order 36 to present
petitions signed by a number of people in my riding.

The petitioners point out that it is the first time since
Confederation that the Governmcnt of Canada proposes
10 tax the printed word and argue that uninhibited
dissemination of the printed word is a corner-stone of
democracy, culture, education, and a literate and pro-
ductive society.

The petitioners pray that Parliament will reaffirmn the
historie principles embodied in tax-free status for the
printed word.
