Reeve Says City Must Give
Water or Township Get
Legislation.

“My idea is to get legislation to make
the city supply water to the suburban
districts. ~We are net: asking something
for nothing, and there is no doubt the

city creates the conditions that exist in
these districts, and it should do all that
ig possibleto help the people in this con-
dition.”

Water supply was the main theme of
Reeve Syme’s speeche to the Progressive
Ratepayers’ Association of Little York
last night, which he attended, with
Deputy Reeve Miller and Councillor Gra.
ham, to hear the complaints, which were
many, from the ratepayers.

He said :
to the water and statute labor questions,
‘80- I think the best thing to do will be
to answer any questions with regard to
this section.”

Rates Exorbltant, ;

In replying to one question, he said
that if the clity refuses to supply water,
then the township would have to. :

“In my five years’ experience on the
council, T have found out that the city
ignores the township in a way that does
not do it credit,”” he said. Answering a
question on the amount of money spent
on charity, he stated that he considered
seven dollars a week for a child in the
Sick Children’s Hospital exorbitant. Un-
der present conditions, a child is placed
in the hospital, if the parents are unable,
or say they are unable, to pay this rate,
at the expense of the township, and the
reeve thought it sshould be left to the
d:ecretion of the council whether the
child should be admitted at expense of

municipality or not.
o l-?ydro—Electrlc Agaln,

Much discussion followed an enquiry
by Mr:. Crombie as to whether the coun-
cil had a contract with the hydro tg light
all streets in the district or just Cedar.
vale avenue. The reeve explained th:’at
no contract had been with the electric
Light Commission, but the petition which
the ratepayers had sent in to the coun-
cil was forwarded to the . hydro, who
agreed to light the streets. Only Cedar-
vale avenue has been attended to, altho
ipoles are erected and wires strung on

all the other streets mentioned in the
petition. This was due mainly to the
fact that there was not enough busi-
ness to warrant the lights on the other
streets. Also the cost would be. greater
than the council had agreed upon. “We
want to get light for these districts
around the city,” continued Reeve Syme,
“but we can only do business with the
hydro. If I am elected for the council
next year, Iam going to submit a.b_v-
law to the people asking that we be given
the power to ‘deal with another com-
pany, as the hydro does not give us a
fair deal.”
