Edward Farrer is doing the writing for
Canada, and, as he-knows. all the ins and
outs of the subject, Canada is not sut-
fering. It is evident, however, that
there is a concerted move on the part
of the American transcontinental roads
to have the Canadian Pacific shut out

on the Pacific.
Mow Mr. Farrer Puts It.

The way Mr. Farrer puts it in one of
kis interviews is this: "It is obvious
there cannot be one construction of the
law for the Pacific and another
and  different construction for the
Atlantic seaboard. That is to say,

foreign goods—goods from Asia
—Janded i British Co!umbm. for
ransmission to the United States
are to be struck with a discriminating
duty, European goods,
real or Halifax for transmission to
the United States, must be struck too.
Ir. other words, the bonding privilege
will be abrogated in so far as it al-
lows Canada to participate in the car-
riage of United States imports, whether
they come across the Pacific or across
the Atlant’e. In every controversy wih
the United States the Canadian Gov-
ernment ;is the under dog, and is not
foolish enough to threaten so all-power-
ful an antagonist. Nevertheless, I ven-
ture to say that, in the event of an
anti-Canadian construction being put
upon section 22, it would be obliged, in
deference to public opinion, to abrogate
the bonding privilege in so far as it
permits American pork and American
railways to handle a considerable pro-
portion of the import trade of the Do~
minion. Hence, instead of making any-
thing by this move,. American railways
would be decidedly out of pocket. For,
whereas the” value of the foreign goods

rssing through Canada to the United

tates is quite insignificant, not over
£300,000 a year, the yalue of the foreizn
goods brought to Calada through Amer:-
tan ports and over Amenican railways
ls twenty times as mueh.” : .
