One of the most terrible trolley fatalities
that have happened since the electric sys-
tem was introduced in this city occurred on
Saturday night when the life of Mrs. James
F. Rogers was crushed out by motor car
No. 528. Mrs. Rogers was going to her
bome in an open livery sleigh, attached to
which was a team of herses driven by Ar-
thur Kinsella. The car was coming down
Church-street, and it was when the sleigh
was crossing over the tracks at the inter-
section of Wellesley-street that the accident
happened. The trolley struck the sleigh iu
the side close to where Mrs. Rogers was
seated, and the force of the collision threw
her violently to the pavement.

Picked Up by the Fender,
She was then picked up on the fender

again, and receive painful injuries by being
pushed along on the stone sets between the
tracks, The desperate attempts of the mo-
torman to put on the brakes made the car
bound, and this left an epening for Mrs,
Rogers to become forced towards the front
trucks,
That Awful Cry.

Just as the motorman was getting the car
under control he heard a plercing cry, and
suddenly the trolley stopped with a jolt.
Passersby hurried to where the woman was
lying, and with great difficulty got the
body from under the car wheels. Medical
assistance was quickly sent for, but before
a doctor arrived the vital spark had fled.
The awful injuries received vy the woman
made it apparent to everyone that death
must have been instantancous.

Body Horribly Mangled,

The body was horribly mutliated, the
scalp and a part of the face being com-
pletely severed. The legs were also almost
cut off at the dnkles, and one arm was
broken,

Driver Hurt Also.-

had a miraculous escape. The car knocked
the sleigh to one side, and the horses ran
over to the sidewalks, where they
stopped. Kinsella was hurled from his seat,
and lay for some time at the roadsidge in an
uneconscious condition wntil a physician ar-
rived, and he was able to be taken home.
Two ribs were broken by the fall, but be-
vond this Kinsella i8 not seriously injured.
He is resting easily at his home on Brant-
street,

An Inquest to Be Held.

Patrol Sergeant Watson of the Agnes-
street Divigion had the body of Mrs. Rogers
removed to Stone's undertaking establish-
ment, where Coroner Greig viewed the re-
mains, That officlal then issued a warrant
for an inquest to be held to-night at the
Grosvenor House.

Car Went 60 Yards,

Those who witnessed the accident cannot
understand how the car came to go such a
distance after the fatality occurred. It is
a length of about 80 yards from the centre
of Wellesley-street to where the body wus
picked up.

The Motorman’s Story.

G. W. Tomlinson of 32 Birch-avenue, the
motorman, said he did his best to stop the
car by putting on the reverse, but even this
did not have the desired effect, for the
wheels slid along on the damp rails. He
sald the brakes and every part of the ina-
chinery in the car was in excellent working
order,
