According to the annual report of the
Registrar of Live Stock for Ontarlo, there
are now 69,851 pedigrees on record. Since

Devlin’s Food Inferior,

8peaking of Dr, Devlin's food ,sent to
South Afriea, the witness sald It' was in-
ferlor to the food he had tested for Mr.
Hateh in March, 1900. The sample of food
sald to be Hatch's protos by Dr, Borden,
and to be the sample: that accompauied
Dr. Devlin's tender by Col. Plneanlt, was
compared with the food testéd by Mr.
Hersey. The latter was the better food.
The former was merely ground biscuits,

Pea Flour Better.

The witness had seen pea flour that con-
talned more than 30 per cent. more nutri-
{tion than this sample. It was not a con-
centrated food, because it contained only
16 per cent. protelds, while the weakest
concentrate contained 30 per cent,

Biltong is Better. !

After muech higgling and haggling, Mr,
Monk was allowed to ask a question. *Ir
you were in Sogth Africa commanding
troops removed from the base of supplies
and had only this food, would you feel
confident it would nourish thﬂ troops for
five days?’

The witness replied that it all depended
on the numher of cases of vitaline on hand,
Vitaline was not as good as pea flour bis-
cuits, but If there was lots of It " mixed
with soup and eaten with three-quarters of
a pound of bread to each man, then the
troops could do with it. He thought bil-
tong was better than Devlin’s food,

25¢. a Pound,

“What is the value -of pea flour biscuits
per pound?”’

“About 25 cents.”

To Dr. Russell the witness sald the per-
centage of protelds In emergency rations
could be told only by a chemical analysis.
This was asked In order to contradict H.
Hateh’'s evidence given yesterday, in which
he sald that he always knew when his food
contained 80 per cent. of protelds, and
asked why he ha@d” sald, . “That Is my
secret.”

Mr, Hatch Would Know,

The witness thought this Was a rational
statement and pot at all extraordinary, be.
cause Mr. Hatch would know the percen-
tage of protelds in the Ingredients he used.

An Analysis Wanted,
Mr. Clarke asked that a portion of the
food produced by Mr, Hatch yesterday and
sald to be part of the food sent to King-
ston to be tested be gilven at once to Mr,
Flersey to be analyzed,
Mr. Rusgell moved in amendment that the

Dr. Borden sald Dr. Nellson had compared
this sample, however, with the sample

The Man Who Made the Casens;

The next witness was Tinsmith C, David-
son of Montreal., Fle sald that on Jan, b,
Dr, Deviln gave him an order to make
7000 tins, The tins were delivered three
of four daye later to John T, Lyons' dru
store. The cost of the tine was $25 p

ousand. The tins were small ones, The

itness Identified Vitaline tins exhibited.
Deviin told the witness the tins were
for rations he was supplylng the Govern-
ment,
Were Not Alr-Tight.

The tins were not 'alrtight, air-tight
tins would have to be made differently,
and would cost 25 per cent. more.

Dr, Nellson on the Stand/

The witness of the afternoon was Dr,
Nellson, director-general of medical affairs
of the Dominlon militia. He Is an ol
officer, and' has beeb .in the service 50
years, tho his present position was attain-
ed only in 1890, He made a long state-
ment. His first correspondence with Hatch
took place Feb, 15, 1899, when he sent for
samples of *Hateh's protelne vegetable.
Samples were recelved from Dr. Devlin,
saying that he was part possessor of the
samples, The witness at the begloning of
Mareh met Dr, Devlin in Ottawa, Then
Prof. Ruttan’s analysis was shown the wit-
ness by Dr. Deviin, and a test was spoken

The Test at Kingston.

The test at Kingston was then arranged,
after Dr. Borden had approved of it, Dr.
Devlin sald he would mix  his proteine
jowder with flour and have it made into
bread, and that four pounds daily would
be supplied. Some butter and g cup of tea
or some thin broth were given to each
man. The witness was not present at. the
test-till the last day of the four weeks.
Then the patlents were brought up to the
orderly yoom before several persons. They
presented an excellent appearance, About
the end, Oct. 7, 1899, Mr, Hatch wrote to
Dr. Nellson, offering some of his product
froe to the Red Cross Boclety,
This was called p_rotos.

Thought It Was New,

“I 414 not kuow protos, 1 never heard
of protos and thqught that Mr, Hatch was
promoting a new substance.” The witness
didn't know whether he answered this let.
ter or not. Towards the end of December,
1809, Dr. Borden read that troops were
suffering from short rations, and he thought
of an extra ration for emergencies. Dr.
Devlin may have been in Ottawa at-th's
time. Dr. Nellson agreed with the Minis-
ter in this matter., A ration for reserve
should be given to the second contingent.

What Borden Suggested,

Dr. Borden then suggested the ration test-
ed at Kingston, but Dr, Nellson did not
express himself finally on the matter. About
this time Dr. Devlin saw Dr. Nellson and
sald he could supply vitaline ration, *I
sald ‘I don’'t know vitallne ration,’ Dr.
Devlin said: “Jt Iy the same ration ex-
perimented with at Kingston. _But the
name s changed for commerclial purposes.
Vegetable protein and vitaline are identl-
cally’ the same,”

Said It Was the Same Food,
The witness sald that Dr. Devlin. agreed
to call the vitallne protein vegetable, and
again assured him it was the same food
tested at Kingston.

Dr, Deviin's first Idea was to supply the
food in bulk, but the witness insisted on
a tin box. This was agreed to. Dr. Dev-
lin sald he would give "It in desiccated
powder. Dr. Deylin then produced a tin
marked vitaline, but Dr, Nellson said he
only knew protein vegetable powder under
the name of vitaline and was used In the
test at Kingston. It would keep for 2
long time in a closed tin,

The Time Was Short,

The tender was accepted Jan, 4, 1900, The
time was short, and Dr. Devlin sald he
would have to work late and early, The
outcome wag that he supplied the second
contingent with five days' rations for each
man, When the experiments took place
in Kingston Dr, Devlin sent to Ottawa to
Dr. Nellson samples of protein vegetable
full strength and half strength., The wit-
ness possessed the sample marked half-
strength., When the tender was being con-
sidered the witness compared the tender
sample and the sample of half strength.
They seemed allke in an examination,

Samples Were‘.\nnb‘:ed.

When the supply reached Halifax, Capt:
Benoit opened the boxes and in February
brought up some of the tins. Dr. Nellson
recelved some tins of the food from Dr.
Devlin after the delivery of the food. Dr.

the shipped sample to be analyzed and
compared. The department had received
no definite report from Bouth Africa say-
fng whether the food which had been used
had been found -satisfactory or not.
