Shook Hands With Generals.

His Majesty shook hands with Lord Rob-
erts and Gen. Buller, and the band of the
Coldstream Guards played “God Save the
King.” Col. Samuel B. Steele of Strath-
ocona’s Horse was presented to King Hd-
ward, who proceeded to inspect the regl-
ment.

Returning to the Terrace the King hand-
ed a medal to Col. Steele. Then the offi-
cers and men filed past g table, the King
presenting each of them with a medal

The King’'s color was brought by an
escort of Grenadier Guards to the foot of
the steps, and His Majesty presented it to
the Canadian cavalrymen, saying it bad
been the intention of his mother to pre-
sent it to the regiment, and that he now
did so in her name and in his own.-

The color was borne to the Tegiment, the
band playing “God Save the King.”

and the King, accompanied by Lord Strath-

1 1 sure
that'in entrusting the King's color to you,
Col. Steefe, and those under you, you will
always defend it and do your duty as you
have done during the past year in South
Africa, and will do so on all future eoe-
casions. I am glad Dord S'rathcona is
here to-day, a® it is. owing to him that this
magnificent force was equipped and sent
ont. I ean only hope your short sojourn
in Pngland will be agreeable, and that you
will return safely to your homes. friends
and relatives. Be assured that neither I
nor the British pation will ever forget the
valuable services you have rendered In
South Africa.”

Col. Steele Replied.

Col. Steele, thanking the King in bebalf
of the regiment, assured him that the peo-
ple of Canada would always do as well as
Strathcona’s Horse, if not better, and add-
ed that they were ‘“‘always ready to de-
fend the flag,’ the King and the rights of
the British Empire.”

After three cheers for the King the offi-
‘cers were presented to His Majesty, who
shook hands with and thanked each of
them.
