The National Sanitarium Associa-
tion seems bent on monopolizing the
business connected with the care and
treztment of the copsumptive pa-
tients of this province. Indeed, as its
name implies, the association will at-
tempt to cover the whole of Canada.
It was thru the efforts of the National
Sanitarium  Association the pro-
posal to submit a bylaw in Toronto,
for raising money to aid a municipal
sanitarium,was withdrawn. Having in-
vited the public to place in its hands
the whole business of looking after
the consumptives of the country, the
association thereby assumes a seri-
ous responsibility. Another associa-
tion, comprising not a fevg. well-known
and influential people, were ready to
assist in the good work, but the Na-
tional Association came forward and
not only did not accept their co-opera-
tion but actually insisted on the new
association abandoning its municipal
project. Mr. Gage and his friends
cannot now blame the people if they
throw upon the National Sanitarium
Association the complete responsibil-
ity for the consumption problem.
They have obtained the monopoly
they desired. It mow becomes obliga-
tory upon them to provide the neces-
sary facilities for treating those af-
flicted with the malady. What is need-
ed very urgently at the present junc-
ture is accommodatiqn for - indigent
patients in this eity. No hospital in
the city will to-day receive a consump-
tive patient. No matter how helpless
or indigent the patvent may be, he
can find no asylum in which to end
his days. Our hospitals care for
every other form . of disease
except consumption. The con-
sumptive is treated as an out-
cast by the very institutions whose
duty it is to look after all kinds of
diseases. Almost every doctor in the
city knows of cases where consump-
tives are being neglected and allowed
to die like lepers, because of the anti-
pathy that has of late been developed
in regard to the disease. What is
wanted is an asylum to which these
afflicted people can be removed. It

Sanitarium will be in a position to
take care of them, and even when
their new building at Gravenhurst is
ready, it will be unable to cope with
the demand for accemmodation. The
gituation demands the immediate at-
tention of the City Council and the
Board of Health. Steps should be
taken to compel ®dmé’'of the hospi-
tals to set aside a ward for consump-
tive patients. The danger from con-
tagion has been greatly exaggerated.
True it is that consumption is con-
tagious, but the contagion becomes
quite remote _when the proper precau-
tions are taken. The disease could
be treated in any of our hospitals
without endangering the health of the
other patients or the public at large.
It will be a year or two,in any event,
before the proposed sanitarium on
Wells’ Hill is undertaken and com-
pleted. During the interim, some tem-
porary means must be devised for
caring for the consumptive poor of
the city.

We are not disposed to find fault
with the National Sanitarium Associa-
tion for insisfing on a monopoly of
consumption @ganitaria. We are will-
ing to give ttem an opportunity to
fulfil their pledges, and we are pre-
pared to assist the gentlemen con-
nected with the enterprise in every
way we can, but we beg to remind
them that, in accepting a monopoly,
they have undertaken a serious and
heavy responsibility, and they need
not be surprised if the press, the medi-
cal profession and the public insist

at Gravenhurst. The financing of the
building has been arranged, but funds
are needed to furnish the rooms. Ten
thousand dollars is necessary for this
purpose, and we know of no worthier
object of philanthropy than the one
which the National Sanitarium has
assumed.

SHIPBUILDING WILL BOOM,
The visit of Sir Christopher Fur-

ness to Canada and the United States
has been important to phlpbullding
and other interests, if the reports sent
from New York on the occasion of his
safling are weqll founded. He has
gone home with a pocket full of con-
tracts for steamships. A round doz-
en large freighters are to be built in
the Old Country with American capi-
tal. This will be a boon to British
ship carpenters and engineers and
give an impulse to business of all
kinds in shipbuilding towns.

But what concerns Canada most
is the announcement that Sir Chris-
topher has arranged with the Clergue
interests, at the Canadian Soo, for the
erection of a $10,000,000 shipbuilding
plant and steel works, the raw mate-
rial for which is to be supplied by
Canadian iron and coal fields. This
is just the kind of thing we want.
For years and years we have been try-
ing to get the surplus capital of Great
Britain flowing this way, but the slow-
going Englishman -could not be in-
duced to launch out into enterprises
which have since been developed by
United States and Canadian capital.
But, now that American competition
has forced the Englishman to look
about for means of meeting it, there
is a disposition to turn to the colonies
and see whether or not the stream
of business which is pressing Eng-
lish iron and steel workers so hard
cannot be tapped near its source and
diverted. American capital has got
the first foothold in Canada for iron
and steel products, developed from
Canadian raw material, but there is
ample room for British capital yet,
and, if the Briton and the Yankee
engage in a contest for supremacy in
developing our mineral and other re-
gources, this country will boom as
never before. With the Dominion
Iron and Steel Company at Sydney,
C.B., the proposed shipbuilding plant
at or near Halifax, the Cramp-Onta-
rio Steel Works at Collingwood and
the Clergue and Furness plants at
Sault Ste. Marie, Canada bids fair to
become one of the greatest shipbuild-
ing countries in the world. With the
increased settlement of Northwestern
Ontario, Manitoba and the Territories,
there will be necessity for a great ex-
pansion of lake-carrying facilities.
Even this season there has been a
gear~ity of vessels, and what would
the situation be with twice the popu-
lation and twice the area of land un-
der cultivation! Ships are and will
be needed to carry the wheat to mar-
let, and there will be ample scope
for hoth the Collingwood and Soo
plants.

Ncw (Lhat “Bir Christopher Furness
has shown the way, let us hope that
other British capitalists will follow,
to the end that the immense resources
of Canada may be developed, and this
colony made more than ever a prop
and stay for the Motherland—a field
for enterprises that will yield large
returns.

In 1807 the total fmponts of
wheat to the United Kingdom amounted
to 62,743,280 cwt; total dimport of mour,

this the United States supplied, wheat,
84,603,200 cwit; flour, 14,062,970 cwt. Total,
48,676,170 cwt, or mearly five-eighths of
the whole supply.

In the first ten months of this year the
proportion is even greater. From Jan, 1
to | Oct. 31, 1901, the exports
of wheat from United States to the United
Kingdom amounted to 50,018,023 owt of
wheat and flour..

The total imports from all countries for
the same ten months amounted to K
578,888 cwt, so that about two-thirds of
England’'s imported food supply this pre-
semt year is being supplied by the United
States. Would it require much of a coali-
tion on the part of the United States to
coerce Great Britain when she controls
¢wo-thirds of the foreign supply and couid
‘stop the supply from Germany by with-
holding wheat and flour from that coum ry?
France, Belglum, Holland, Portugal and
other countries would also feel the pressure
of an emhargo im the United States, which
would prevent them giving the slightest
asslstance to Great Britain. Great Britain
is also mainly dependent om the, United
States and Russia for her feeding Stufls,
those countries being the largest exporters

| of barley, oats, maize amd I1Ve, all of

which might be used fox food in an emer-
gency, and ail of which would be much
diminished by an embargo.
Professor Shortt says, “If the United
States has cargoes of cotton, for instance,
which are going to Great Britain, is it in
the interest of Great Britain to protect
the cargoes? No, certainly it is in the in-
terest of the United States to do so.”’
Evidently Professor Shortt is too young
a man to remember the civil war and
the cotton famine in Lancashire, when
about 2,000,000 people were almost starv-
ing thru the embargo on cotton, and we
were constantly saddened by reading the
terrible stories of privation and want in
the north of England at that time.
Now what is the state of affairs? BEng-
land is dependent on foreigners for her
food supply. She knows she must have
the food or the people must die. In her
case the prevailing desire Is npt to gsell
but to buy. The United States could af-
ford to stop selling for a year, and hold
her grain-and then sell at enhanced prices.
But England must buy or starve. Let us
see the effect of this. It is felt deeply
in our diplomacy. Do we see her desire
to sell wheat prevent the United States
from risking war with England on slight
provocation? Did it stop the retaliation
proclamation? Did it stop the wrong
selzure of our vessels inm the Behring
Sea? Did It prevent the Venezuela mes-
sage, which, against any other nation,
would have resulted In war? Did it pre-
vent the United States demanding the
cancelling of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty?
On the other hand, can we not see that
the abeolute necessity for food compelled
England to yield om every occagion? I8
this the condition for a free and great
people to be in? And should we not strive
to remedy this danger? Kipling on this
point puts the whole case in & few words:
“We are eating dirt in handfuls for to
save our daily bread.
Which we have to buy from those that
hate us most.”
1 see a strain in Professor Shortt's
paper to the effect that we must allow
the foreigners to have all the benefits of
onur markets, while we are shut out from
theirs, in order not to arouse their
hostility. and to endeavor to secure their
help. Once this spirit takes firm hold of
the English people, the sun of the British
Empire. is set, and Ilke Rome, who tried
to buy peace from the barbarians, she
will go down to destruetion. When we
have to bribe foreign nations to let us
live, the game will be up, and it will
only be a short time before the end will
come. We cannot rely on good feeling or
gratitude to save us from war.
