WOMEN DESIGNING JEWELRY.

New Department of Industry for
Thoee of Artistic Skill,

Time was,not so very far back either,
when the women of artistic talents who
sought to earn her own living found
no outlook beyond selling an oceca-
sional picture or giving lessons in
painting. Now, the artistic sphere for
woman has widened to include so
many departments that there is almost
an embarrassment of riches from which
to make a choice.

One of the latest to be taken up by
women is the designing of artistic jew~
elry. In England, particularly, women
have been meeting with much success
in this line, and there seems to be no

reason why it should not be more wide-
ly taken up. It is a craft to which a
woman’s light and dainty manipula-
tion is particularly adapted.
Certainly the present renaissance in
the jeweler's art seems to have come
to stay. It has spread from France to
England, Austria, Germany, Denmark
and Belgium. It recognizes the art of
the metal worker as an important fac-
tor and quite independently of costly
stones. It considers beauty of form

liness of material.

One of its results has been the 1dop-
tion of certain semi-preclous stones to
produce harmonious and picturesque
effects. These lend themselves readily
to decorative effect, as on account of
their small expense they may be ent
to suit the artist's design, whereas
with expensive precious stones the de-
signer must accommodate his faney to
the stone as it is. Onyx, agate, mala~
cHite and other stones of comparatively
small value are exquisitely carved and
give fine color effects.

The designer now studies to recon-
cile the idea with the material, as did
the ancients who carved their infernal
deities in black stones. The Grecians
used the aquamarine for the engrav-

[ing of marine gods and the amethyst

for representing Bacchus,
the grape.
