Just north of Victoria street, on Rich­

mond, is the Aged People's Home, and 
never was the name home so aptly ap- 
plied. The Advertiser had heard of the 
wonderful garden of the Institution, and 
a trip thither seemed to be the only way 
to confirm the report that acres of 
ground are under cultivation in the very 
heart of the city.

A garden no longer suggests a riot 02 
exquisite bloom, nor winding paths bor- 
dered by symmetrical beds of glorious 
flowers. Garden has come to be syn­
onymous with vegetable cultivation and 
the story of the Aged People's Home 
and its acres is no myth. Three acres 
are plowed, planted, weeded and 
gathered in by one man—sans help, 
sans horse, sans everything, but a pair 
of hands. Mr. Minhinnick is one farmer 
who cannot be spared from the service 
of the soil. Rows and rows of radishes, 
lettuce, beets, onions, tomatoes, pars­
nips, turnips, peas, beans, carrots, 
cauliflower, cabbage, corn, and above 
all, and before all, the potato, which 
claims for itself well over an acre of 
ground. The place where the asparagus 
had been was pointed out, as well as 
where the celery was going to be. 
Oyster plant is grown because of its 
virtue in soups and stews. Strawberry 
beds are there, the rhubarb patch, and 
the cherry trees, currant, gooseberry, 
and raspberry bushes. To sum it up, 
every fruit and vegetable used on a 
table that feeds a hundred people daily, 
and provides for the Home of Incur­
ables and the Annex, are yielded from 
a garden of three acres, cultivated by 
one man.

Industrial Secretary 
and Five Delegates
Leave For Longwood

A Figures talk, so here are a few in­
teresting details of the home's daily 
menu: It consumes 40 quarts of milk 
per day, ten pounds of butter, more 
than a bushel of potatoes, and thirty 
pounds of meat. They have three meat­
less days a week, and war bread is 
beginning to find favor with the In­
mates.

The old people live in luxury, con­
sidering war-time fare. The food con­
troller's orders are obeyed as to quality, 
but fortunately no limit has been placed 
on quantity, and as one old person said: 
"I am hungry when I begin to eat, and 
then I eat too much." The reporter 
visited the home at noon hour, just 
after they had finished a dinner of 
roast veal, new potatoes, beet greens, 
and cornstarch pudding.

Pathos of the Place.
It is a credit to the city—this home 

for the aged. So clean, bright and airy, 
each little room with its white bed and 
tidy dresser. Old people from 70 to 98 
are taken care of. Some are quite 
sensible, others are very childish and 
feeble, but all are quietly and almost 
pathetically contented. In one little 
room a couple of over 90 shared the 
same tray—husband and wife traveling 
together to the end. The Advertiser 
representative told one old woman that 
she must get many good things to eat 
to make her look so well and fat. “Yes, 
dearie." was the answer, ' “I do. But 
my happy and contented mind makes 
me look well. I have a good home here, 
but I am just waiting to be called to 
a better home, and I am ready to go if 
He should take me tonight." Poor, dear, 
old people; it is the evening of their 
lives. Some have seen days of much 
joy and have tasted of mirth and gay- 
ety; for others, only sorrow has been 
their portion: all have known keen and 
bitter disappointment. But in the 
merciful forgetfulness that comes with 
extreme old age, they are calmly con­
tented to wait for the darkness to fall 
around them, and in- the circle of 
change that Is the abiding law of 
nature, their night will turn to day in 
the dawn of an eternal hereafter.

Superintendent’s Good Work.
Perhaps the peaceful atmosphere of 

the place is a reflection of the happy 
nature of the superintendent. Miss 
MacDougall has given eighteen years of 
her life to the care of the old. She 
discovers the traits and little peculiari­
ties of each one and ministers ac­
cordingly. The* value of her work can­
not be measured by pecuniary re­
muneration. for she gives of herself. 
When asked if any special fondness for 
old people had induced her to take up 
this work, and which could account for 
her wonderful success in handling 
them, she said, "No, but I always love 
my work, no matter what I am doing. 
And it means everything to me to make 
the old people as happy and comfortable 
as possible."

Efficiency in its highest form is main­
tained at the home, but not at the
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Farewell Picnic Held at the 
Y.W.C.A. Garden.

This picnic 
was very appropriately held down by 
the river bank on Hunt's Flats, where 
the Y.W.C.A. club garden is situated. 
After a jolly repast the girls betook 
themselves to work with the hoe and 
cultivator. This garden, which is in 
excellent condition is one of the four­
teen gardens situated here, the other 
thirteen being worked by men. Yet, the 
men are by no means' surpassing the 
girls in gardening results. Indeed an 
authority on gardening made the re­
mark that this well-cultivated garden 
of the Y. W. C. A. was one of the 
best in the city. The situation is un­
doubtedly one of the prettiest in the 
city, lying as it does, in the valley 
of the Thames, and overlooked by the 
old mill.

Two visitors to this picnic, Mrs. 
Henderson, the new general secretary, 
and one of the heads of the St. Thom­
as "Y", were greatly impressed with 
the garden and the cheerful manner 
in which the girls accomplished their 
work, there being 50 girls present.

Miss Archibald, who was instrumen­
tal* in organizing the workers for this 
garden, leaves shortly for Longwood, 
Lake Couchiching, where the Y.W.C.A.
