Over Hundred and Fifteen 
Men Were in Party.

Whether vegetable growers and fruit, 
growers should adopt an eight-hour day, 
or at least have shorter hours, was a 
question that was the subject of much 
discussion at a joint meeting of the 
Fruit and Vegetable Growers’ Asso- 
ciations In the county buildings Sat- 
urday night. George Poad, who occu- 
pied rhe chair, declared it was a ques­
tion whether the farmer got fair re­
muneration from his work. In regard to 
an right-hour day he said: "It’s up to 
us to try the experiment." The farm- 
ers, he said, did not think it was fair 
that they should work fifteen hours 
3 day to feed people who only worked 
six hours a day, and still put ‘the prod- 
uce on the market so cheaply.

"There is no objection if we get 
longer pay for shorter hours/’ remark- 
ed J. J Davis. Shorter hours and longer 
pa tor the farmer, he thought, would 
enhance the price of foodstuffs. The 
greater part of the food produced was 
consumed by the working people This 
proposed system, Mr. Davis remarked 
seemed to him to be a boomerang to 
the workingman, because as the farmer 
produced less he would have to raise 
the price of his produce.

Many Left at Rhyl.
Reports which have been current to 

tin- effect that all troops have been 
moved from Rhyl were discredited by 
members of the party. They stated 
that at the time they left about ten 
or fifteen thousand men were still in 
the camp, and, so far as they knew, no 
arrangements had been made to move 

|them elsewhere until they embarked 
for Canada.

The composition of the party was al­
most entirely railway and forestry 
troops and casualties. Many of the lat­
ter were still at the front when the 
armistice was signed, and fell victims 
later to the epidemic of Spanish influ­
enza which attacked the troops.

Among the local men was one. Cadet 
M. G. Porte, who left here with the 1st 
Battalion in August, 1914, more than 
four and a half years ago. He went 
overseas as a private with the “origi­
nals" and served with them in the 
fighting line continuously, except for 
a short period during which he was in 
hospital in England as a result of a 
wound sustained in June, 1916, until a 
few weeks before the armistice was

|signed, when he was sent to England 
to qualify for his commission, for which 
he had been recommended because of 
hs good work. He had not completed| 
his course of instruction when the 
Huns threw up the sponge in Novem- 
ber.
