OYSTER BAY, N.Y., Aug. 21.—Upon
the arrival of the American fleet at
Sydney. N.8.W., the president received
thru the British charge d’affaires the
following telegram from the governor-
genieral and government of the Com-
monwealth of Australia:

“Australians, hundreds of thousands
of whom are gathered on the shores of
the Sydney harbor to welcome the hat-
tleship fleet of the United States at
this moment entering the eastern gate-
way of this continent, unite in cordial
greetings to President Roosevelt, The
people of the commonwealth gratefully
appreciate the generous response to
their invitation by the president and
citizens of the great republic and re-
joice in the opportunity afforded by
this demonstration of the might of
American naval power to express their
sincere admiration of your sailors sand
their esteem and affection for the coun-
try whose glorious flag they hope to see
always floating beside that of thelr
motherland.”

The president sent this telegram In
response:

‘““The British Charge 4"Affeires, Man-
chester, Mass.: Thru you I have just
received the cordial and kindly message
from the governor-general and govern-
ment of the Commonwealth of Austra-
lia, and I desire to express in my turn
to the governor-general and govern- !

American people feel for their gener-
ous hospitality to the American fleet.
The people of this republic hold in
peculiar esteem and admiration the peo-
ple of Australia, and it, was a very
real pleasure for me on behalf of the
mnation to accept the generous hospital-
ity proffered by Australia to the fleet
on its voyage of peace, for the Ameri-
can navy is a menace to no power, but
is. on the contrary, as we believe, an |
asset of high importance in securing
the peace of justice thruout the world.”
