The annexation is to be completed as
soon as legislation can be obtained.
and, if early enough, is to have the
right to re-assess West Toronto so as
to make their assessment the same as
Toronto.

The three men say they never saw the
constable till he appeared dight in front
of them with the revolver. Douglas
was let out to-day on his own bail of
$100 and $100 additional furnished by
County Constable Tomlinson. The case
will come up on Wednesday.

Wallace W. Thompson of Danforth,

LONG BRANCH.

Rescued After Four Hours Battling
With the W-va..

LONG BRANCH, Sept. 6.—(Special)
—A daring rescue, in which Ben Hobbs
and Mr, Duffett of Long Branch figured
prominently, took place here this af-
ternoon.

About 1,30 the occupants of a sall
boat about a mile out in the lake were
observed to be in ¢rouble, and man-
ning a boat, Hobbs and Duffett rowed
out.
