The sailor who occupied
the cell with him was sent to the peniten-
tiary on Tuesday. Since then Elderkin
had been very quiet. Last night he re-
moved a portion of the floor, let himself
drop down through a emall hole, then re-
moved a portion of the stone wall, and
escaped.

Mrs. Hutchinson, the jailor’s wife, said |’

this morning that she did not go to sleep
until one o'clock this morning, and she
heard no noise. The breaking in the floor
logked like an old cut, but it must have
been done recently. The two prisoners in
the basement cell who are there in con-
pection with the same charge, say they
heard nothing during the night and be-
lieve that Elderkin had outside assistance,
buth outside the wall and under the floor.
Digby is certainly in need of a new court
house and jail.

The St. John Railway Company has dis-
posed of three of its big street cars to the
street railway company at Levis, (Que.),
and they were being placed on flat cars in
the I. C. R. yard today. It will be rem-
embered that the local company bought
six of these big vestibuled cars, fitted
with individual seats, air brakes, etc., but
they proved too heavy and cumbersome

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 1—According
to the official reports on the recent mu-
tinous outbreak of sailors at Vladivostok,
the crews of three torpedo boat destroy-
ers, the Skory, Serdity, and Trevosthny,
mutinied, hoisted the red flag and shell-
ed .the port, doing considerable damage to
various buildings and killing some soldiers
and civilians. )
The Skory, on board of which were
three revolutionary agitators, including
one woman, took the leading part in the
mutiny, the crew rising at the instance
of the agitators, killing the commander of
the boat and wounding the other officers,

who were overpowered and confined be-
low decks. ‘

The fire of the rebellious torpedo boat
destroyers was answered by the batteries
ashore and from the gunboat Mandjour
and the torpedo boat destroyers Groso-
voy, Smely and others. They surrounded
the Skory and poured a raking fire into
her, which battered her to pieces, explod-
ed her two boilers and caused fire to
break out on board. Nearly all the mu-
tineers of the Skory were killed on the
vessel. The three or four survivors threw
themselves into the sea.

) The mutiny on board the Trevosthny

was quelled by her own crew after six of
the mutineers had been killed and eix
wounded.

The United States embassy here today
received a despatch from the consul at
Vladivostok saying that the American
who was wounded during the bombard-
ment, of Vladivostok by the mutinous
torpedo boat destroyers is Harry Nietert,
an employe of the Pacific Commercial Co.

LONDON, Nov. 1—The Berlin  corre-
spondent of the Standard eays that the
Grand Duke of Baden, acting on the ad-
vice of the minister of justice, has decided
to commute the sentence of death passed
on Karl Hau, formerly professor of Roman
Law at George Washington University,
D. C., for the murder of Frau Molitor, his
mother-in-law, to penal servitude for life.
