A, heavy increase in the freighting 
business of Canadian seaports is pre­
dicted by the Pacific Marine R'eview of 
San Francisco, Cal, as a result of the 
Seamen’s Bill, which became law on 
March 4th, 1915, at Washington, D. C., 
and all of whose provhpi 
effect by Mardi 4th, 19 
some particulars it will be effective 
earlier. The Review believes that as a 
result the American registered ship will 
disappear from the foreign tyade routes 
because the provisions of the new act 
will invite reprisals.

“The ships of all foreign nations with 
the exception of Japan,fwill avoid Am­
erican ports if they possibly can,” it 
states. "This does not mean that our 
ports will be deserted by deep sea-ship­
ping, but it does mean that the Puget 
Sound country, for instance, will become 
a feeder to Victoria and Vancouver, as 
far as foreign steamship lines are con­
cerned.”

The Pacific Marine Review also 
prophesies that on November 4th next, 
the exception of Japan, will avoid Am­
erican registered boats, the steamers of 
the Pacific Mail Steamship Company 
will retire from the Trans-Padflc route, 
leaving the Japanese lines to take care 
of the Japanese and Chinese trade.

The -clause that “seventy-five per cent 
i f the crew in each department thereof 
. . . . must understand any order 
given by the officers of such vessel," 
would, in the opinion of the journal, 
mean the abolition of Arabs, Hindoos 
and Chinese as seamen, but in the case 
of the Japanese vessels the Japanese sea­
men would understand their Japanese 
officers, and no change would be neces­
sary there. American owners could only 
fulfill the provisions of the act for a 
Chinese crew by getting Chinese offic­
ers, which would be difficult. The mari­
time law which provides that seamen 
are the wards of their nation, wherever 
they are in the world is abrogated so 
far as the United States is concerned by 
a dause which gives all seamen of any 
foreign ship entering the United States 
the right to go ashore without the obli­
gation to fulfill their contract to return 
to the ship’s home port. These men 
could then re-ehip at the American scale 
of wages, and forty per cent of the crew 
of every ship, foreign or American, must 
be able seamen and prove it by passing 
an examination before United States 
government inspectors. .The effect of 
this, it is pointed out, would be that a 
nation without a mercantile marine in 
the foreign trade makes and tries to en­
force standards for nations which have 
long served It on equal terms with it 
and with general satisfaction. The of­
ficers and masters of these vessels can 
be punished in United States courts for 
acts which would be lawful in their own 
country.

The aim of the promoters of this leg­
islation is stated to be to promote the 
welfare of the merchant marine of the 
United States, to abolish arrest and im­
prisonment as a penalty for desertion 
and to secure the abrogation of treaty 
provisions in relation thereto, and* to 
promote safety at sea. The interference 
with foreign-owned or registered boats 
is claimed by them to be a necessary 
measure to put all these boats on the 
same level, force American rates of 
wages on foreign vessels and so destroy 
their present advantage as competitive 
lines. It will give the Seaman’s Union 
a great lever in getting foreign seamen 
into their union, and inaldentaliy lead 
to much trade being diverted to Cana­
dian ports where boats will take Am­
erican products under no restrictions of 
the kind enacted in the act.

the legislature this afternoon was short 
but there were some interesting moments.

In reply to a request for information 
Hon. Mr. Clarke said that some matters 
in connection with the Inquiry of the 
royal commission into the Dugal charges 
still require adjustment and, therefore, 
cannot be brought down. Information 
was submitted to show that M. G. Teed 
submitted a bill for $1,000 for his ser­
vices on October 94s which was passed 
by the cabinet three days later but Mr. 
Teed afterwards wrote withdrawing his 
hill and the order was rescinded. George 
W. Fowler had submitted a bill for $2,000 
for his services but later withdrew it 
with the explanation that it had been 
sent out in error by his junior partner. 
Accounts paid included $1,000 to the sec­
retary, G. M. McDade and $1,134 to S. 
D. Simmons the stenographer.

In the course of speech on a question 
of privilege Hon. Mr. Baxter revised his 
remarks of the previous day on the fore­
shores bill. He explained that Hon. Mr. 
Wilson and Mr. Tilley had accompanied 
Hon. Mr. Flemming and himself to Fort 
Dufferin when they looked over a piece 
of land which they proposed to grant 
to a certain company to prevent their 
hoisting apparatus being undermined by 
persons hauling gravel from the beach. 
He said that, while these gentlemen saw 
the place and understood what was in­
tended he had not intended to convey 
the impression that they were parties to 
the biU.

Evidentaly one or two St. John mem­
bers, in spite of Mr. Baxter’s explana­
tion of the foreshores matter, had made 
it plain to him after his speech of Thurs­
day that they were not eager to share 
with him the credit for that famous 
measure. The attorney-general spoke at 
length of The Telegraph and seemed 
quite annoyed.

Mr. Wood presented the report of the 
committee on contingencies.

Hon. Mr. Baxter introduced a bill to 
amend the act respecting the arrest, im­
prisonment and examination of debtors.

There were only 
three officials altogether and they had 
to keep their regular work going at the 
same time.

The house went into committee with 
Mr. Young in the chair, and agreed to 
a bill respecting the arrest, etc, of debt­
ors, which the attorney general explained 
merely gave power to appoint two com­
missioners Instead of one in any city or 
town before whom the examination of 
debtors might take place. i

Hon. Mr. Clark submitted the papers 
asked for by the honorable member for 
Madawaska in reference to timber limits 
and Valley Railway inquiries. He said 
it was impossible at the present time to 
give absolutely complete information, as 
all matters had not yet been adjusted, 
but as soon as that had been done the 
papers would be furnished.

Hon. Mr. Clarke, moved that when the 
house adjourned it stand adjourned un­
til 3 o'clock Tuesday next.

The house adjourned at 4.15 p.m.
