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Ocean Steamers At Saint
John In 1925 Increase
; To 413

Grain, Flour and Cattle Ship-
ments Show Large Gain—
RevenuejNot so Large

E number of ocean steamers
arriving at Saint John during
. 1925 showed a marked increase
- over the previous year, accord-
ing to the harbor master's re-
port submitted to the city coun-

cil yesterday. A total of 413
“ steamers arrived from and clear-
ed for foreign ports as com-
pared with 299 in 1924. The
total - overseas tonnage was
1,207,805, as compared ,with
787,301 for the year before, an
increase of 420,504. - Coastwise
tonnage showed a slight de-
crease, amounting to 595,685,
about 25,000 tons less than in
1924.

A huge increase was recorded
in the number of cattle shipped
from Saint John. ' The ship-
ments were almost 6,000 great-
er than those of the previous
year. Grain also showed a tre-
mendous increase, of more than
110,000 tons. Marked ad-
vances were also shown in fuel
oil and flour.

The report shows that in 1925 a
total of 7,863 head of cattle were
shipped, as compared with1,407 head
the previous year. The amount of
grain handled from city owned wharves,
also showed an increase of about 80
per cent. over 1924. Flour showed a
tremendous increase, morg than 52,000
tons being handled, as compared with
less tuan 10,000 tons the year before

The amount of fuel oil shi show-
ed an increase of about 80 per cent.

" REVENUE LESS.
