| coming in from Nova Scotia gave the
lin-icc a boost to $15. The capners last
week offered no less than $20 per hogs-
head. As a result of the competition
as high as $65 per hogshead was offered
this week by the Eastport, Me., canners
%o fishermen at Campobello. Sardine
fishermen have. been selling well to lob-
stermen who want the sardines for
baiting their traps while the canneries
on the Maine shores need the sardines
for canning, hence the price war that is
raging around the little fish.

At the present sardine herring 8
very scarce and there are practic
none on the Maine shores, although
there are some caught in the weirs on
Grand Manan, Deer Island and Camp-
obello. Mr. Calder reports weirs at
Grand Manan have done exceptionally
well during the last few days in catch-
ing large net herring.

1t is reported that a few sardine fac-
tories at Eastport, Me., have shut down
for the season but the majority of them
ate still open for business.

The lobster season will open in St.
John and Charlotte counties today and
the season at Grand Manan will open
later.
