OUT CODES OF

Gives a Thoughtful Address
~Jt Pays 1o be
Honest.

At a recent luncheon of the Rotary
Club, A. L. Foster was asked to give
an address on Better Business Meth-
ods, which has been a prominent fea-
aure of International Rotary, but had
not hitherto been given special atten-
tion by the club in St. John. ~

Mr. Foster began by remarking that
there might. very well be different
views of the meaning of the phrase
“petter business methods.” Men might
get together and compare notes with
the result that they would be able to
make more profit without serving the
public to any greater extent; or, some-
one might tell them how he placed a
huge advertisement in a newspaper,
promising all kinds of bargains, that
did not exist, to attract the public, and
made a financial success of it\ “He
might call that better busincss,’\’ said
Mr. Foster, “but my conception is that
metter business methods are founded
on the Rotary code of ethics and the
teachings of Christ.”

Mr. Foster explained that Ray
Havens, the chairman of the Interna-
tional Business Methods Committee of
Rotary, had been urging the district
governors to have the subject discussed
in their districts, and it was in re-
sponse to District Governor Spangler’s
appeal that the question was taken up
here.

«Now what,” asked Mr. Foster, “is
the job Ray Havens is asking of
Rotary? Through the International
Committee he proposed a drive for
standardized correct business practice
in which every individual Rotarian
would take part, either by writing
themselves or influencing the writing or
improving of codes of standard practice
by all businesses and professions, cor-
responding with the various classiflca-
tions in Rotary; and by practicing
these methods in their own business,
the main idea being the bringing about
of better methods. The actual writ-
Ing of the codes would simply be a
means to an end. This is not a club
ob where a committee can do the work,
Lut it -is up to each individual in

“At the present time many associa-
tions and professions have their codes
of ethics, some of them faulty because
inasmuch as they do not take into ac-
count the relation between themselves
and the general public, or other lines
of business or professions to which
they are allied. Let us not forget that
this movement is ‘world-wide, and not
merely in or for our own little corner
Business methods work
helps to fulfil the first. object of
Rotary, which is to encourage and fos-
ter the ideals of service as the basis
of all worthy enterprise, by bringing to
the attention of every Rotarian the
fact that there are or should be certain
standards of correct business practice
governing all the relations in his par-
ticular line of business, which stand-
ards are generally recognized by his
trade or professional associations. It
also brings to his attention the fact
that he is expected so to conduct him-
self and his business that he will
represent the highest and best practice
and service.

“Rotary also stands for the advance-
ment of understanding, good-will and
international peace, and to a world-
fellowship of business gnd professional
men united in the Rotary ideal of
service. For complete understanding,
there must be a common ground upon
which to meet. Business in one coun-
try cannot have an unshakable under-
standing of business in another coun-
try unless there is a common set of
definite rules governing business pro-
cedure, and maintaining the highest
ethical standards in business and pro-
fessions in both countries. Rotary, in
its Internatfonal Business Methods
work is making possible a common
ground upon which the world may ad-
vancé toward mutual understanding,
and international peace

and professional standards are on a

par with their social standards.

The Need Set Forth.

“In order to work up enthusiasm for |

this sort of service we must first be
convinced of the need for a campaign

such as is proposed. We all know that
the old idea of ‘Let the buyer beware,’

or as we would now say it ‘If you can

put it over, nothing barred, it is all
right,’ is passing away.

and he can carry out the principles of
service by practicing in his business or
profession the principles laid down
by that code. He can carry to the par-
ticular branch of business or profes-
sion which he represents the need for
better standards in that particular line
~and what better service could one
do?

“We must acknowledge that we still
have with us the undesirable types pur-
suing methods which are fundament-
ally wrong. For instance, the burglar
who steals your trade by unfair com-
petition, such as by insidious bribing
of the employe to influence his buying,
an evil which we all have to contend
with. The sneak thief of inefficiency,
raising the costs of manufacturing and
selling; and the pickpocket who gives
a guarantee supposed to mean and be
worth something to the buyer when in
fact it is worthless. There is also the
forger who sells goods for what they
are not. What better service can we
render than that of proving by prac-
tice that these methods do not pay in
the long run, and proving it particular-
ly to those engaged in similar lines to
ourselves. Roger Babson, the noted
statistician, advises business men to
practice religion in their business, be-
cause it would pay them. He could
very well have substituted the words
‘Rotary code of ethics’ for the word
‘religion’ and it would have had the
same meaning.

Writing a Code.

“It may be that a good many of the

members of this club are not members

of any assoclation in the class which
they represent and therefore would not

be in a position to influence the writing
of a code as laid down by Ray Havens,

but they could write one for the con-
duct of their own business, and the
effort of writing it would clarify their
thoughts as to what the code of ethics
really meant. They could also submit
it to some of their friends in the busi-
ness world, whether in the same line or
not; thus spreading the idea. One
must not lose sight of the tremendous
influence such a code would have on

the future business men of the country, a

the boys in your office or store. We
sometimes forget what influence we ex-
ert upon the younger generation with
whom we com ein contact. The char-
acter of many a young man has been
moulded by his employer and we must
realize this responsibility.

«] have found out that the practicing
of ‘better business methods’ works.
The president of the company of which
I have the honor of being a part has a
code written some thousands of years
ago and tries to run the business in’ ac-
cordance with its principles. It pays.
A code written according to Rotary
standards is not so very different. The
putting over of this ‘better business
methods’ campaign will not be a spe-
tacular affair. Rotary will not have a
monument to point to; but, what is
better, individual Rotarians will have
the reward of their own conscience.”

CARDINAL'S VIEWS

St. John Jewish Clergyman
Speaks of Letter on
Dancing, etc.

When The Times last week published
opinions of city clergymen on the pas-
toral letter of Cardinal Begin on mod-
ern day dancing and other social mat-
ters, Rabbi S. B. Yampolski was asked
to express his views. He could not do
so at the time, but promised to. He
has now responded to the invitation in
the following words:—

“My views have been requested on
Cardinal Begin’s letter. Same are as
follows:—

“Although his letter refers to Chris-
tian believers exclusively, yet it is a
matter concerning the world at large,
and I only hope that the words of the
Cardinal shall be taken at their full
value, as they are sincerely spoken for
the benefit of the world, not only re-
ligion.

“We all must admit that many of the
pictures exhibited harm morality, and
are mostly injurious to children, though
many productions are also educating.
One must discriminate.

“The same applies to dancing. If
dance halls were under proper control,
with only proper and decent dancing
allowed, same would not be detri-
mental, as are the insinuating and ex-
tremely improper modern dances of to-

ay.

ZH the young folks of today knew
more of the Bibie they would be ac-
quainted with Isaiah, chapter 8, verses
16 to 26 where he prophesies the curse
of God, which will fall on those who
indulge in sin by improper dancing
and immodest clothing.

“Personally, 1 am not for full prohi-
bition, as we ourselves, as well as the
Catholic Church, use wine for sacra-
mental purposes, but agree that intoxi-
cation is harmful both physically and
mentally. 1 may say that those whe
deal illegally with intoxicating drinks
are not religious, for religion teaches us
that “The law of the Government is the
law of God, and I would say that he
who breaks the law of God and Gov-
ernment should be shunned.”

STUDIES THE BRAINS

London Professor Seeking Rela-
tion of Genius to Brain
Structure.

London, Dec. 26—University College
Laboratory, London, contains a secret
collection of the brains of famous men
who have died in recent years. These
brains were bequeathed under private
wills to Professor G. Elliott Smith,
probably the greatest authority on the
human brain in this country. They
are kept locked away under his per-
sonal care.

For some time he has been carry-
ing out experiments on them with the
object, it is understood, of ascertaining
the relation of particular kinds of
genius to certain distinctive forms of

brain structure and composition. Great

secrecy is
work.

* Professor Smith declares he is pledg-
ed not to divulge the names of the
great men by the terms of the be-
quest.

Recently in Glasgow at a lecture he
alluded to the subject in passing. Iix«
ap')'ination of the brains of certain mu-
sicians, he said, had revealed significant
developments in the auditory centres.

The problem to be solved appears
to be not what effect on the brain
structure the activities of genius pro-
duced, but what distinctive formation
of the brain in the first place enabled
these men to perform their great work.

Will it be possible in the future by
X-raying a child’s brain to say with
reasonable certainty that it possesses
potentialities for a certain kind of
work in the world? Already the form-
ation of the skull is regarded as afford-
ing some approximate indication.
