VISITS DISPENSES
PROBATE COURT

Rev. Mr. Wilson Speaks of On­
tario System, Which May be 
Introduced Here

In the probate court Judge Mclnemey 
presiding, letters of administration have 
been granted to J. Roy Campbell in the 
matter of the estate of J. K. Percy. 
There was no real estate and personalty I 
was not in excess of $1,000. R. A. j 
Davidson is proctor.

In the matter of the estate of Daniel 
J. Doyle, letters testamentary were 
granted to his son, D. J. Doyle, and 
daughter, Mrs. Alice M. Burns. He left 
no real estate, and his personalty was 
valued at $1,200. C. H. Ferguson is 
proctor.

Letters testamentary were granted to 
A. P. Barnhill as executor, in the mat­
ter of the estate of Jane Matilda Gault, 
widow-. There was no real estate. The 
personalty was valued at $600. C. F. 
Sanford is proctor.

Rev. W. D. Wilson, chief inspector, re­
turned yesterday from Toronto. While 
there he visited the Ontario government 
dispensaries, operating under the new 
system enacted in that province which 
is that all liquors both wholesale and 
retail are handled exclusively by the 
government and high prices for liquor 
for medicine overcome.

The inspector said that he made three 
visits to the dispensaries in Toronto and 
that they were doing,„ as he termed it, 
“a rushing business.” On the first day 
they opened in one dispensary $5,000 
worth of business was done and in an­
other $1,600 worth. In two days of from 
three to four hours each, it is reckoned 
that from 1,400 to 1,600 customers 
bought liquor in these places. The in­
spector says that this is only the amount 
of business done in the retail places. No 
estimate was given as to the business 
done in the wholesale dispensaries.

One of the chief advantages of the 
system, he said, is that one price 

prevails throughout the province and 
prices are comparatively low. The dis­
pensaries are selling Hennessey’s One 
Star brandy at $1.25 an imperial quart 
and Irish whiskey at the same price. 
They also handle all kinds of Canadian 
whiskies, which are sold at $1.85 an im­
perial quart and $1.25 a reputed quart.

The inspector said that an act of sim­
ilar nature had been passed in this prov­
ince, also that all licenses have been is­
sued for only six months. The infer­
