"LIVES AGAN HE
LOVE TRAGEDY

Betrayed and Scorned, Door
Slammed in Her

Face ;

On Stand Makes Arraign-
ment of Martelliere for
Acts Which Led Up to
Death and Trial on Charg

: €

New York, March 8.—Mrs. Paulette
Saludes relived in the Court of General
Sessions, where she is on trial for mur-
der, the incidents of the tragic love
affair which culminated in her shoot-
ing Oscar Martelliere. Under ques-
tioning by James A. Turley, her attor-
ney, she frankly admitted she had been
jealous of Martelliere, but said that
when she found she had been betrayed
her only desire was to kill herself.

She testified that she first began to
be jealous of Martelliere last June,
when he made frequent visits to Free-
port, L. I. She thought he was going
to call on a woman, but he assured her
that he was not, saying that he was
conferring with a man “about the
whiskey business.” . .

Her attorney read to the jury a
letter which Mrs. Saludes had sent to
Martelliere on September 7, thirty-nine
days before she shot him. It “asked
him to make a settlement, of money on
her because he had sold her automo-
bile and mortgaged the house her hus-
band had given her. "

“You have failed me in all your
promises and accumulated lies one on
top of the other,” .it read. “When I
intrusted my house to you it was with
the understanding that we were to be-
come man and wife, which you prom-
ised within a year. You sold my car
and forged a bill of sale.

“You have made me lose everything
I had in life, so 1 have nothing mcre
to lose. But you have everything to
lose if you do not settle with me, for
I shall take steps immediately to have
you arrested,”

Pleas Scotned, She Says.

In spite of this threat Martelliere
never did make any settlement, she
said, nor did he ever give her any
gglcounting for the sale of her automo-

ile. .

“Did “he call on you after receiving
the letter?” Mr. Turley asked.

“Yes, sir,” she replied. “He came
and took me in his arms and kissed me
and told me he could not live without
me. He told me -how happy we were
going to be together. I tried to break
off our relationship many, many times,
but he begged me not to.”

Fighting back her tears, she then
told of making an appointment with
Martelliere’s wife and meeting her in a
department store. She said she told her
of the love of her husband for herself.

“lI asked her if she loved Martel-
liere,” said Mrs. Saludes. “She. told
-me that she did not and that she only
hoped she would meet with an accident
so that all she would have to do would
be to bury him.

“She repeated twice that on many
occasions she had wanted—oh, I’can’t
say that. I can’t! I can’t!”

Hides Tears From Jury.

Her voice trailed off until it was
uintelligible, and, pressing her hand-
kerchief to her eyes, she groped her
way from the witness stand to a chair
back of the jury box, where she could
not be seen by the hundreds of eyes
in the crowded court room. In a few
minutes she came back, more com-
posed, and resumed her testimony.

“She told me that on many occasions
she had wanted to kill him,” she said.
“She said if he were dead or killed she
could get back her money, but she
didn’t explain what $he meant by thjs.”

Mrs. Saludes then related how she
had called Martelliere on the telephone
and told him that his wife would grant
him his freedom and that “everything
would be all right.” To her surprise,
