Fouud Dead. ‘

Yesterday afternoon about 2,30 o'clock |
Wm. Bartlett, who tended the edgerin
Messrs. Randolph & Baker's mill was
missed from his place in the mill. As
he did not return it was thought that be-
ing subject to tits at interv als, something
might have happened to him. A search
was made of the premises,
and about 4 o’clock the body
the unfortunate young man
was discovered in the water under an
out building on the wharf. Itis thought
that while overcome by a fit he had fall-
en through into the water. But whether
he was drowned or died in the fit cannot
yet be determined, although judging
from the position 1 which the body was
found the general opinion is that the
young man died in the fit.

The water was ten feet deep, but the
head and shoulders of the deceased were
ont of water when the body was discov-
ered, and one arm was resting on a log in
such a way as to hold the body in an up-
right position. His face had turned
quite dark, which is another argument
that the unfortunate young man did not
meet his death by drowning.

The deceased William Bartlett was
about thirty yearsof age, and formerly
belonged at Bathurst. He was un-
married and had been working in the
mills about Pleasant Point for some time.
The sad news was telegraphed to his
father at Bathurst. An inquest was held
on the remains by corner Robinson.
