ADDRESS AT NANAIMO

: 'rﬂotéble Achievements Under
_ Liberal Regime—Elements
of Prosperity.

Nanaimo, Aug. '3—When Ralph
Smith, M. P., finished speaking at his
meeting here on Saturday afternoon
somebody remarked “‘Mr, §g11th_ to-day
lajd the foundation for his re-election
for this constituency when the time
comes.”

This was a deserved tribute to ‘the
manly, straightforward exposition of
his political position by the member,
but affer all it only conveyed a half
truth, because the majority of the elec-
tors undoubtedly believe that Mr.
Smith’s record as a public ‘man is the
permanent foundation of his future po-
litical career. Certainly it cannot be
said that Nanaimo is unappreciative of
the achievements of its first citizen,
because on the oeccasion of his two
public ‘appearances here he has had
jarge audiences and the cordial greet-
ings which only the sturdy miners of
this place can accord.

adian public affairs, of courwe, is lim-
fted. To them Mr. Smith’s speech was
especially interesting, and they drank
in every word. He divided his remarks
into three sections:

1. An explanation of our system of
government, showing the difference be-
tween the conditions existing in Eng-
and and Canada, at the same timé out-
lining the jurisdictions of the Domin-
ion and the provinces.

2. An elucidation of the land develop-.
ment policy of the Liberal government,
contrasting the attitudes of the two
parties and emphasizing the effect of
the development of the Northwest upon
the prosperity of British Columbia.

2. The reforms accomplished by the
government  of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in
the interests of the laboring class,

Under the first head he explained
how utterly impracticable it was to
create in this country an effective in-
dependent party, particularly a labor
party, in view of the faet that the

Liberal party was essentially that of |
| the laboring class, and representatives

of lgbor in the House of Commons on
every occasion supported the legislation
of theé Liberal party, while legislation
initiated by labor representatives was
always accepted by the Liberal party.
His own allegiance to the Liberal party
was due to his recognition of the fact
that it afforded the machinery fqr the
accomplishment of the reforms he had
in.view, If he could not support either
party his usefulness as a -member
would be at an end. 0§

Mr. Smith was clear in his explana-
tion of the

Land Policy

of the Liberal - government and its
marked contrast to the record of the
party which it is Mr, Borden’s pleas-~
ure, possibly_his regret, to  lead, He
pointed  out that there were millions
of acres of land in Canada awaiting de-
velopment, and that the measure of the
country’s prosperity depended upon the
number of .people on the land, In Eng-
land the control “of 1land by a favored
few was the great, distressing weak-
ness. In Ireland 'landlordism was the
encumbrance upon the coutnry’s pros-
perity. ¢

But 'in Canada this weakness did nqt
exist, at least not with respect to Do-
minion lands, especially in the North-
west. The reason of this was.that the
government had adopted a policy of
placing bona fide settlers on the land
and’ there homes were founded and a
happy, contented people established.
This was rthe federal policy, but suc-
cessful as it was it was not considered
worthy of being followed by the gov-
ernment of British Columbia, That
body had

Given Away Vast Areas

of land to corporations and party fa-
vorites, Mr. Smith\used a few, figures
to excellent advantage. Here they are:

in 1900 the total area under crop,in
the three provincés of the northwest
was’ 2,607,000 acres; now there are 9,354~
000 acres.

In 1896 the total crop production. .of
all kinds*was 58,365,000 bushels. In 1908
it was 211,862,000 bushels. % ;

The wheat production in 1896 was 32,.
000,000 “bushels. - In 1906 it was 102,250,-
000 bushels, and for this year the pro-
duction was expected to be 120,000,000
bushels,

The différence between  the Liberal
and Conservative policies with regard
to Xand-development was very strongly-
established by the member. of Nanai-
mo. Take the recora of the Conserva-
tive party. - In its eighteen years.of
power from 1878 to 1896 * it ‘was free--
handed with: the i

Public Heritage,

Here was the Tory record:

(a) Thirty-two million acres of land
given to railway corporations.

(b) Twenty-five millions of this went
to the C. P. R,

(c) The whole to bé exempt from tax-
ation for twenty years after the com-
panies received their patents.

(d)"No attempt made to compel] them
to select the land and receive their
patents, )

(e) The locking up of the whole do-
main from the international. boundary
line to a point a hundred miles north
of Edmonton and the utter retarding of
settlement and development.

Now, Mr. Smith proceeded, glance at
the Liberal record since 1896:

(a) Compelling the railway compan-
ies to select their lands, receive their
patents and march reluctantly on to
the collector, ¥

(b) The opening of the land to set-
tlement and<development,  which was
the key to €Canada’s prosperity,

(c) The creation of new markets for
British Columbia’s produce.

(d) Not one acre of land granted to
a railway corporation.

There, clearly, were two straight
hewn policies—one showing a govern-
ment tied to the wheels of a railway
track, the other devoted to the opgning
up and development of a great fertile
domain.

What was the effect of the Liberal
policy of development upon British Co-
lumbia?  Thos, Stockett, manager for
the Western Fuel Company, had stated
that had it not been for the develop-
ment of the home market the mining
industry ‘of ‘Vancouver Island would
have been prostrate after the San
Francisco disaster and the recent fin-
ancial stringency. Ten years ago 90 per
‘cent. of the coa]l produced in this dis-
trict was consumed abroad; now 76 per
cent. was consumed by the home mar-
kets, Sureiy this disinterested testi-
mony by Mr. Stockett, as given in an
interview in the loca] press, was worth
calm reflection and acceptance; and
what was true of the coal industry was
true of every other industry of British
Columbia. Mr, McBride was trying to
claim credit for the transformation,
but was not Mr. McBride the follower
of a party whose policy ‘was well repre-
sented by Mr, F. D. Monk when he de-
livered-a speech in the House of Com-
mons recently  on

“Let the West Wait.”

Wherein had Mr. McBride created
new markets for British Columbia’s
products? How had his administration
settled the northwest, increased the
population and established a domain
for our fruit, our Jumber, and other na-
tural products?

Some years ago Duncan Ross, M. P.,
introduced legisjation in parliament to
provide for competition in railways in
Southern British Columbia. What did
the Conservative members of the rail-
way committee do? Fifty-two out of
fifty-three were led by the nose by the
C. P. R. and voted against the measure
while the Liberals supported it.

As a
matter of fact the company in 1904 had
givén amiple assurance on this point.
Heé read a letter written to him from
Mr. Wainwtight, vice-president of the
G. T. P.; dated four years ago, assur-
ing him that in compliance with the
requests made by Liberal members the
G.'T. P. would employ no Orientals un-
less white 1dbor. was not available,
What was th8 sequél? A short time ago
wheén Mr. M kenzie King's investiga-
tion in Vantouver. disclosed the cause
of the immigration of Orientals to this
.Country ‘it Was' proved under oath that
the Grand Trunk Pacific Company had
refused to eémploy Orientals.

Under the head of reforms nstituted
by the Liberal government, Mr. Smith
made out a strong case. There Wwas
the organization of the railway com-
mission, ‘one of the most important
bédles ' in-“Canada. This board had
comprehensive’ jurisdiction over the
operation of railway companies and its
influence was being felt daily in the
public -interést. Only recently its
powers were 'largely increased by con-
trol over telephones and telegraphs.
Did the Consérviatives ever move in
this * direction? When did they ever
seek to supervise the operations of
railways, particularly the C..P. R. In
the past they never dared to try it and
the leopard did not change its spots.

What government created a labor de-
partment, abolished the sweating sys-
tem, 2
Adopted a Fair Wage

principle for government contracts? It
was the Liberal government. Was it
necessary to. refer te the postal re-
forms, the reduction of the rates on
letters to thé United Kingdom and at
home, which created a wider use of
this utility, increased the revenue and
converted a Conservative deficit of
$750,000 a year into a Liberal surplus
of a -million? "Surely these were re-
forms which touched very intimately
the interests 'of the public.

Nanaimo’s member had a few inter-
esting observations to make on the
Oriental questign and it was note-
worthy that in dealing with this mat-
ter he was most eagerly listened to
and frequently applauded. What were
the policies' of the two great parties
on this question? They were as dis-
tinet as day from night. Who brought
the Orientals.into the country? The
Conservatives in connection “with the
C. P, R.? What had they done to
solve the difficulty ‘which they origin-
ally precipitated? The sum total of
Conservative effort to restrict the im-
migration of Asiatics was the imposi-
tion of a $50 head tax on Chinese.

He then reviewed the Liberal case.
First the head'iax was raised to $100,
and then to $500 in consequence of the
report of a royal commission appoint-
ed to investigaté the subject.’ Another
sequence of that report was a tacit
understanding . with -~ Japan on the
strength of which very few subjects
of the Mikado ;came to Canada from
1902 untl 1907.

BUSH FIRE WORKS
DEVASTATION ON ISLAND

Farms Swept Near Goldstream
—Efforts Made to
Stay it.

(From Monday's Daily.)

Clearing a wide swath in the bush
and timber lands between Langford
jake and Goldstream and destroying in
its fury about 75 acres of crops on C.
E. Pooley’s place near the latter place
a bush fire, which broke out: three
weeks ago, has caused . alarm to t_l}o
residents of Goldstream and district
during the last few days.

The fire was started the week before
last by a spark from the smokestack
of the E. & N. gravel train and burnt
clear from the track across the hills.
Thirty Chinese were put to work by the
railway and the flames were arrested
in their consumption of the bush. In
the area devasted by the fire, however,
ithe heavier timber smouldered slowly
for over a week and on Thursday last
a stiff wind awoke the flames again.

The fire sWwept across the farm own-
ed by C. E. Pooley at Goldstream and
burned clear to the rallroad track in
place. Mr. Pooley has lost about four
miles of rail fences and over seventy
acres of crops. Twelve men were sent
out by the provincial government and
did excellent work in heading over the
fire which threatened several houses
“end the Goldstream -hotel. On. Friday
night a large party commenced back-
firing from within a hundred yards of
the hotel and the fire was kept away
from the building. Mr. Pooley has now
six Chinese at work clearing brush and
fighting the remains of ‘the fire which,
while not at present dangerous, may
again break out if high winds occur.
