The Late James G. Blaine, Lord Sack-
ville and the Irish Vote.

United States Politicians and Their Methods
Severely Condemned.

s

New York, Oct. 8.—The World's
copyrighted cable from its London
correspondent will say:

An extraordinary and in many re-
spects unprecedented publication, by
a British or high diplomat has been
quietly but amazedly discussed the
past few days among the foreign rep-
resentatives to the court of St. James
and in higher official and social circles
of London.

This i{s a handsomely printed pamph-
let marked - “For private circulation
only,” and entitled “My Mission to the
United States, 1881-1889,” and has just
been issued by Lord Sackville, who, as
Sir Lionel Sackville-West, K. C. M. G.,
was the English minister to Washing-
ton for the time named.

It will be remembered that Presi-
dent Cleveland almost on the eve of
the election of 1888 sent Sir Lionel his
passports because of a letter written
by him to an alleged Englishman in
California, commenting upon the ap-
proaching election.

This pamphlet is Lord Sackville’s
defence and explamiation, after several
years, of that incident. But the prob-
able unprecedented part of it, and the
part which has a d@ very excited
comment in the circles named, is, first,
thie freedom of his strictures upon the
American people and American public
men; and second, his own expressed
indignation that the British ministry
should have accepted Mr. Bayard as
ambassador to this country, while as
secretary of state of the United States
Mr. Bayard had wantonly insulted in
person .its accredited representative.

Except for a brief reference to it
which will appear in Mr. Labouchere’s
Truth tomorrow, no English journal;
has apparently Had an intimation of
its existence.

The late Chester A. Arthur was
president, and James G. Blaine, secre-
tary of state, when Lord Sackville
came to New York in November, 1881.
At a reception given him by the St.
George’s society, he says that Mr.
Blaine was sent to geet him by Presi-
dent_Arthur, and he made a most cor-
dial address of welcome. In it he re-
ferred to "‘The royalty of the Ameri-
can people and their admirations for
that gracious sovereign, hii royal mis-
tress.”

Lord Sackville notes also his very
cordial reception by the presidemt him-
self, but remarks: “That while Mr.
Blaine was using his conciliatory lan-
guage he was carrying on a hostile
controversyl with her majesty’s gov-
ernment respecting the abrogation of
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty."”

Lord Sackville quotes a conversation
with Mr. Bayard, of which he made
a minute at the time, in which the
latter sald: “The Irish vote has now
become a great factor in American
politics, and he might tell me that the
word British prefixed to any political
or commercial question was sufficient
to create enmity toward England.”

The excitement over the Sackville
incident, as it was called, became far-
cial. He was caricatured. He saw
Mr. Bayard, four days before the
election, and the secretary cordially
accepted my expression of regret at
what had occurred.

When, however, I saw Mr. Bayard
the following day he said the matter
had become serious to the interz2st that
depended upon the re-election of Mr.
Cleveland, and he could not ignore
the injurious effect which my letter
had had upon a certain faction, the
vote of which was necessary for the
success of the democratic candidates.

“Whether it was courteous or judic-
ious for Lord Sackville to publish this
attack when Mr. Bayard is ambassa-
dor ‘in London, is a debatable ques-
tion, to which it may, however, reas-
onably be replied that Mr. Bayard was

injudicious in his behaviour towards
Sackville-West when the latter wasat
Washington. Mr. Bayard, therefore,
would be mean to complain of this
point. But the matter acquires excep-
tional interest when it is considered
side by side with a recent dispute re-
garding the race for the America’s
cup. It should be remembered that
Sackville-West was the victim of an
election trick. An indiscreet expression
of opinion upon his part was exagger-
ated for the purpose of exciting anti-
English agitation. The trick was suc-
cessful and Sackville-West was ten-
dered his papers.

Washington, Oct. 9.—The extracts
from the pamphlet printed by Lord
Sa_.ckville—W&'t reviewing his diplo-
matic career in this country, which
ended in his being summarily given

the publication of the Murchison let-
ter, have attracted great attention
here, and it is thought that perhaps
Minister Bayard, who was so severely
scored in the publication, may ask the
state department to make complaint
against Lord Sackville-West. The Iat-
ter, although retired, is on the pension
list of the British government. J. C.
Bancroft Davis, who was first assist-
arit secretary. of state under Freling-
‘huysen, and whose conversations Lord
Sackyville repeats, made the following
statement for the Associated Press
today:

“I appear in the account twice: Once
in connection with an alleged request
made by Secretary Frelinghuysen for
the release of imprisoned Irish sus-
pects; and once as receiving informa-
tion from Lord Granville of an alleged
Irish conspiracy to take Lord Sack-
ville’s life.

“In regard to the first, what took
place between the two governments
was this: Mr. Frelinghuysen, by direc-
tion of the president, instructed Mr.
Lowell to ask Lord Granville to have
the lord lieutenant of Ireland instruct-
ed to exercise the discretion reposed
in him by law, to order an immediate
trial of the prisoners, who had been
imprisoned witnout trial many months.
This request, when pressed, brought
about the release of all the prisoners.
I cannot recall that I had any conver-
sation with the British minister on that
subject, but, as his account seems to
have been a contemporaneous one., It
is probably substantially correct. In
regard to the conspiracy against Sir
Lionel’s lffe, this is the first that I
have heard of it. The telegram which
the account says was sent to the as-
sistant secretary—perhaps an error ‘for
the Secretary—never reached me.”

Mr. Davis adds that he never knew
that any representation had been
made that Lord Idonel’'s life was en-
dangered and ‘had mever heard before

i that he had been taken on a ten days’

cruise by General Sherman to avoid
possible violence to 'his person.

From semi-official sources an ex-
planation is given of what took place
at the time of passing of the Crimes
act in 1882. The Irish suspects had
been Imprisoned under the orders of
Mr. Foster, then secretary for Ireland,
but no disposition was made to bring
them to trial, Mr. Foster‘s policy being
to hold them in prison as susvects.
The British parliament endorsed that
policy by the passage of the Crimes
act, which empowered the lord Heut-
enant of Ireland to hold suspects un-
til he chose to place them on trial.

There was a great outery in this
country against the Crimes act. As
month after month passed without a
trial it was beleved that under it the
prisoners could be held for life with-
out trial.

President Arthur, regponse to this
sentiment, did not 8emand the re-
lease of the prisoners, but he requested
Lord Granville to have the lord NHeut-

| enant of Ireland exercise the discre-

tion reposed in him by the Crimes act
and either release or bring the prison-
ers to trial. Within two weeks after
that request was preferred the sus-
pects were all released, and Mr. Fos-
ter, whose policy had been over-ruled,
Ead resigned from the British cabinet.

THE EPISCOPAL CONGRESS.

The Term Bishop Coadjutors Adopted
Instead of Assistant Bishops.

Minneapolis, Oct. 8.—In the house
of bishope of the Episcopal conven-
tion today, a favorable committee re-
port was made on the vroposal for
the division of the dioceses of Maryv-
land, Kentucky and California.

A committee was named to report
suitable action on the Armenian atro-
cities.

. The house of deputies decided by
56 to 37 in favor of the term “bishon
coadjutors” instead of “assistant
bishops.”

The joint committee of five bishops
and five others appointed at the last
convention to report upon such
changes in the revised version of the
Bible as might be recommended for
adoption, reported that the convention
labored under a misapprehension as
to similar work having been under-
taken in England, and was discharg-
ed at its own request. It was decid-
ed, however, with the concurrence of
the deputies, to name another com-
mission to undertake the work ide-
pendently of the Church of England.

THE CUBAN REBELLION.
Civil Guards and Insurgents Have
a Skirmish.

Sugar Planters of Santa Clara Ex-
press Doubts as to Making Sugar.

An Interview With Capt. Gen. Martinez Cam- '

Havana, Oct. 9.—A band of twenty |
insurgents has been raised in the :

Vulta Abajo  district. A number
of civil guards has engaged a small
band of insurgents at Recreeo, in the
Matanzas district.
left two wounded on the field.

Another skirmish has taken place
at Carmato between a small detach-
ment of troops and thirteen insur-
gents, who left one killed and two
wounded behind them.

The column of troops commanded by
Col. Molino, while skirmishing near
Santa Fe, in the Sagua district, had a
brush with insurgents, killing one
and wounding two of the enemy.

It is reported here that according to
official advices the British consul at
Nuevutas, province of Puerto Prin-
cipe, has joined the insurgents.

London, Oct. 9.—A despatch to: the
Times from Havana, dated October
5th, which will be published tomor-
row, will say: “I have just returned
from a long tour through the prov-
inces of Santa Clara. I found the bit-
terness of feeling between the Cubans
and Spaniards is growing stronger.

‘Whilst the number of the insurgents
in the province of Santa Clara have
largely increased lately, I do not see

how it is possible for the insurgents ;

to make an attack upon the Spanish
forces unless they obtain a great ad-
dition of arms and ammusiltion. Judg-
ing from the conversations of Captain
Gen. Martinez de Campos and the
general distribution of troops, it is
evidént that a detailed military ce-
cupation of the island is considered
necessary at the present time, and
probably continuing next year.

The sugar planters of Santa Clara
express great uncertainty whether to
make sugar. If a crop is lost this
means absolute ruin to many estates.
I saw a circular letter sent to the sug-
ar planters of the southern districts
of Santa Clara demanding contribu-
tions for the insurgent cause according
to the value of property, and stating
that if the demands were not complied
with destruction would follow.

“In an interview, a copy of which
I cabled on Thursday last, Captain
General Martinez de Campos express-
ed annoyance at the attitude of the
United States at the present time, es-
pecially regarding ithe attempts of the
Spaniards to prevent the landing of
expeditions, and quoting the Alliance
stédamship affair as an instance of un- :
necessary  trouble.

does not refuse to accept the reason-
able necessities of the times.

Tne letter of his holilness concludes
with: If 'tallans throwing off the
masonic yoke, would listen to us we
could open theilr hearts to the fond-
est hopes, otherwise, we can but pre-
dict further evils and greater dis-
asters.”

Halifax, Oct. 9.—A tragic drowning
acident occwrred at Lunenburg last
night. The san and daughter of Re-
corder Chesley of the town of Lun-
enburg, found a watery grave. The
young man was 19 years old and the
girl 17 years. They were the only
children of Mr. and Mrs. Chesley.

Yesterday the two went in a sail
boat for a day’s outing at Ritcey’s
Cove, a'couple of miles from Lunen-
burg. Night came and the party did
not return, but this caused no un-
easiness, for the paremnts concluded
the young people had decided to stay
for the night at Ritcey’s Cove, as the
wind was blowing a gale. No acci-
dent was though of.

This morning a body was seen float-
ing at the wharf in Lunenburg har-
bor. It was found to be the remains
of Mr. Chesley’s son. The young
people had started for home, the beat
capsized and both were drowned. The
body of the girl has also been recov-
ered.

Recorder Chesley is a prominent
lawyer of the Nova Scotia bar. He
has taken a forward part in the works
of the Methodist denomination. Mrs.
Chesley is a sister of B. Russell, Q.
C., recorder of the town of Dartmouth.

Recorder Chesley was absent at the
time, being in Montreal attending the
general board of the Methodist con-
ference, and is expected in Halifax to-
morrow evening. There is one child
left to the bereaved parents, a girl
four or five years old.

Were the
roads as they are in Spain the Cuban
revolt could easily be quelled in a
short time.

“I do not class the insurgents as
criminals or bandits. They use every
means in their power to attain their
end, and who can blame them when
their limited resources are remembered.
I do not propose to treat the insur-
gents as if they were of the class men-
tioned. I have given orders that pris-
oners shall not be cruelly treated, and
that wounded insurgents who may
fall into the hands of the troops shall
be well cared for. In November may
be looked for as active and as aggres-
sive campaign as I can make. - This
war makes me think of the Indian
wars in the United States. The In-
dians used to fight when a good op-
portunity offered and ran away when
pressed. Our officers understand what
campaigning in a difficult wilderness
means.”

THE POPE’S POSITION.

His Holiness’ Letter on the Recent
Fetes in Different Parts of Italy.

The Italian Revolution and the Spoilation of
the Holy See.Discussed.

Rome, Oct. 9.—The letter of His
Holiness, Pope Leo XIII. to Cardinal
Rampolla, the papal secretary of
state, on the recent fetes held in dif-
ferent parts of Italy to celebrate the
twenty-fifth anniversary of the entry
of the Italian troops into Rome, was
published this evening. It is as fol-
lows:

The sentiment of humanity, which
even minds dominated by passion
retain, seemed to permit the hope of
some consideration in our old age,
but this has been brutally ignored.
‘We have been reduced to become al-
most immediate witnesses of the
apotheosis of the Italian revolution
and the spoliation of the Holy See,
that which most afflicted us in the
design to perpetuate rather than to
terminate the conflict of which no one
can measure the disastrous ‘effects.

The proportions
are 1 lb. of dust to a quart of water,
bofled eight or tem hours. The pro-
duct is a clear jelly, which is strained
and flavored to taste, or diluted for
soup.
