FOR THREE CENTS

Cholce Menu i3 Offered, Considering the

NEW YORK, Jan, 20.—At Publie
School 21, Marion street, in the heart
of the Italian district, several hun-
dred children are now getting a hot
luncheon every noon for 3 cents. Those
who can pay are supposed to, but the
teachers, find out what parents canu-
not afford this, and tickets are given
to them.

stay in school, but mothers who 'work
frequently prefer to have the children
get their meal there.

This enterprise is the work of a
committee of women living around
Wiashington Square. More than 200
youngsters are served rapidly by other

‘children acting as waiters. Just be-

fore the noon bell rings, bare woolen
tables are set up in the cellar of ihe
school, which is on the level with the
outdoor courtyard. At one end «f
the large room are placed two or threz
clothes baskets full of bread already
sliced. Then down come the wait-
ers,” who quickly put on long whitc
aprons over their school clothes, and
those who are to handle bread and
sandwiches add white cotton gloves,
clean every day. Most of the waiters
are boys, who receive their luncheou
Soup ket-
fles, trays, bowls, and cups are hur-
ried out, just as the children come
trooping down to get a good place m
line.

Quite a choice of menu is offered
considering the price. The favorite
dish is a large bowl of soup with two
generous slices of bread, for 2 cents.
Or, if some child doecsn’t happen to
like the soup that day, there are sand-

' wiches for a cent apiece, and chocolate

made with plenty of milk for a cent a
cup, Bananas are two for a cent, with
occasionally a side dish of prunes for
a penny and extra cakes and rolls for
those who prefer them.

John Doly, the principal of the
school, draws his ration like the rest,
and eats with the children. Generally,
two or three teachers join in. In less
than ten minutes all the children have
been served. Eleven children do every-
thing but the cooking.

Strange Peope With Queer Hahils Who

inbahit King's Island in the
Bahiring Sea.

Five hundred feet above the troubled
surface of Behring Sea, which dashes
itself to spray on the bare rock wall
far below them, lives a race of real cliff
dwellers, writes the Nome correspond-
ent of the Seattle Post-Intelligencer.
How long these strange pgople have
been nestled in the caverns of King’s
Island no one pretends to know. But
they are there today, living in much
the sam, way as anthropologists say
our ancestors lived some time in the
long ago after they had given up
roosting in the trees.

King’s Island, like the Diomedes and
other islands in Bghring Sea and Beh-
ring Strait, is of iimestone formation,
with- what the geologist calls granite
intrusions. This peculiar formation
is favorabple to the formation of caves,
and King's Island is honeycombed with
caves and grottos. One great cave is
more than two hundred feet in height.

The Eskimos who inhabited these
caves and whose descendants stild
clamber up and down the; precipitous
ledges have added to the ancient clift
dwellings of a more remote period a
newer type of dwelling. In winter they
creep back into the rock chambers,
that are greasy with th, memory of
much blubber and many big feasts in
the days that were. But in the sum-
mer the Wing’s Islander abandons his
ancestral home and fixes up a home
that is a thousand times more puzzling
to' the traveller than is the simple
abode of a real cave man. Great poles
are fixed on the rocks, and on these is
built & box-like affair, which is then
covered with walrus skin. These wal-
rus skin cabins look for all thé worla
like coffins suspended on poles, hut
when the summer toarist approacies
them he finds that every one is full of
very lively Eskimos, with sundry pups
and venerable dogs scrambling out to
give voice to a strange greeting.

King’s Island is the flat top of some
sunken mountain. Its sides rose quite
perpendicularly from the water to a
height of over a thousand feet. All
around its four miles ‘of shore line there
is mot a square yard of beach, anad
only a few feet away the water . is
fifty fathoms deep. Owing to the fact
that the rggion about Behring Strait
is almost always stormy, it is nearly
always quite impossible for white men
to land on this island. The native, by
long practice, has learned how to land
his big skin “oomlak” and to launch it
even when the bravest white man
could ‘fear to approach the rocky shore.
In launching their big canoes several
men get in and then canoe and all are
thrown upon the surf as a wave is
ebbing.

Although King's Island is a barren
rock, with practically no vegetation,
the hundred or so natives who live
there do not starve. In fact, it is just
possible that the average white family
is not much better off in the way of
eating, when taste is left out of thg
equation, than are these belated cliff
dwellers on King's Island. * The sea
around them abounds in walruses, and
when th, ice pack begins moving"
through Behring Strait great herds of
walruses may be heard through the

cattle.: To an Eskimo a walrus is just
plain meat, and from the time that the
first sonorous roar of the great Sga
monsters comes over the ice until the
last ton of blubber is stored in ' the
great cave, no one sleeps on King’s Is-
land. ‘Sometimgs sixty walruses have
been killed out of one herd by these
daring sea hunters. The ivory from
these creatures runs into many hun-
dreds o fdollars.

Thes, cave people who live just be-
low the Arctic Circle are also great
whalers, and there is seldom a year
goes by that some of these leviathans
of the depp do not feel the savage
thrust of the cliff dwellers’ harpoons.
With walrus and whale meat galore
and hundreds of seals and thousands
of Behring Sea tomcod, the King’s Is-
lander manages to live fairly well

Probably the finest ivory cribbage
boards in the world come from King's
island. Not only is the carving on
these cribbage hoards remarkably well
done, but he drawings of nearly all
the animals of the séa which adorn the
surfaces are exquisitely done and
make the boards very attractive to
white purchasers.

PEERS UNHAPPY
IN THESE DAYS

Lowly Origins of Proudest
Names are Shown Up

b —

Gooks, Butlers and' Such Among the

Progenitors of Earls and
Lorﬂs.

LONDON, Jan. 20—In the present
fierce party struggle one really can-
not help feeling some sympathy for
the unhappy peers of these islands.
Not only are' their looks, their per-
sonal habits, their possessions or
debts, as the case may be, dissected
and mercilessly criticized by all, but
investigators are at work raking up
their old family histories and their
origin, with the object of proving or
disproving their more or less ancient
rights to stand as hereditary legis-
lators of the country. ;

8. Baring Gould, a noted writer,
has published a book on the family
names of English peers, in which he
shows that very many of them starg-
ed at the bottom of the social lad-
der. Thus the Duke of Northumber-
land is not actually a Percy, but a
Smithson, and ®nust recognize that
his ancestor wielded: the hammer at
the anvil, Lord Gwydyr is a Burrell,
and his ancestor, judging by the name,
was a weaver of coarse cloth. The
ancestor of Lord Alverstone was a
Webster, or weaver. That of the
-Marquis of Headfort was a tailor, and
no disguise of tailor into Taylor can
obscure the fact. “Earl Winterton is
the descendant of a turner, dignified
into Tornour., The ancestor of Lord
Castlemaine must have been a John
the Cook in some mobleman’s or
squire’s house, for the family name is
Handcook. ®Iarl Cowper dérives his
family and titular name from a man
who made drinking mugs. Baron
Forester would be descended from a
man who. had charge of the Royal
forests. Viscount Masereene derives
from a salaried attendant who min-
istered to the pleasures of his master
in the chase.

The ancestry of Baron Burghclere,
whose family name is Gardner, is also
clear enough. Lord Bateman, as his
name implies, could trace his descent
from the man who baited some rich
person’s bears when it was the custom
to keep these animals. The Earl of
Morley, as a Parker, must have had
as ancestor one who saw that his mas-
ter’'s park was in order. The Earl of
Harrowby is a Ryder, and of this
name we are told that the barons
maintained German mercenaries as
horsemen who were the “reiter,” call-
ed ‘“‘Reuters” by the English, who
changed the spelling to Rider and
Ryder. Baron Napier of Magdala de-
rives from the official who looked af-
ter the linen. From butlers or bo-
tellers. (the former waiters, the latter
leather bottle makers) came the Earls
of Carrick and Lanesborough, the
Marquis of Ormonde and. Baron Dun-
boyne, alk of whom .bear. the . family
name of Butler. Baron Calthorpe is
a descendant from a maker of balls
with spikes used in war (calthrops).
tarl Somers had as his mominal an-
cestor a Sompner, or summoner,
gerved summonses.

The ancestor of Thomas William
Coke, Barl of Leicester, was obviously
a, cook, and that of Sir Anthony Ash-
ley-Cooper, KEarl of Shaftesbury, a
cocper.  Lord Teynham, being a
Roper, must have descended from a
cordwainer or rope maker. Baron
Newland’s ancestor was a ‘hosier.
Lord Belper is the grandson of
Jedediah Strutt, a small farmer,

This science of names is merciless.
The Dukes of Leeds trace back to a
cloth worker; the Barls of Craven to
a tailor; the families of Dartmouth,
Ducie, Tankerville, Dormer, Romney,
Dudley, Fitzwilian, Cewper, Darnley,
Hill, Normanby, all sprang from Lon-
don shops and counting houses.

Talking of family names, the new
jssue of the Londen directory provides
some curiosities.  Sebastian Bach is
a horse dealer: Robert Bruce and John
Bunyan are green grocers, Jokn Milton
is a chandler and James Boswell a
mason. William Shakespeare is the
name of a barrister, a tailor and a van
builder. There is a Crusoe and also a
Gulliver. Julius Caesar is a chemist.
Livy keeps apartments, Homer is a
lighterman, Pindar an electrical en-
igineer. Mars refails beer and Venus,
not inappropriately, sugar candies.
Francis Bacon is an architect and Bay-
apd. a «dairyman, And what could be
ibetter for the name of a saddler than
V&lﬁr}py?
