There is o Ham-
like propensity in some to point out the
nakedness of éod's eainte; but it is much
better to go backward and cover them with
the garment of love. Yet we cannot help
seeing that Jacob was not so in harmony
with God as he should have becn, and
therefore his life lacked the serenity which
attended Abrabam’s. He begins life by
bargaining and cheating his brother; snd
all his life long he wae bargained with and
cheated beyond his beari's content. His
cunning came home to him ; what he was
w Esav, Leban was to him. Yet, as he
wrestled with the angel in mighty prayer
the Lord gave him the wrestler's name of
hounor, and ae he trusted in the Lord evet
in his eaddest eetdte the Lord preserved
him even to the end. As an instance on
the other side, take Moses. He would not
be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter;
but he gave up all prospect of a kingdom
in Egypt.

He led
through (he wilderness a nation compared
with which the Egyptians are mere
barbarisns. He had sll the rank and
diguity that could fall to the grestest ruler
of ks age or sny other sge; snd his honor
after death is to this day infiaitely beyond
that of all the Pharaohs rclled iuto one.
