The indispensableress of books of ref-
erence in the work of an efficient mins
ter does not need o be demonstrated,
He wust bave access to a good ge
encyclopedis, to & religious encyclop .
10 & comprehensive bible dietionary, to
critical commeniaties, to standard works
on systematic theolog: burgh histd:
chrisiian ethics, the social and political
conditions of bible times, and the like.
But bis library surely should contain
slso booké representalive of all the
various departments of eral liiera-
tore : history, the physic sciences,
political and social sciénce, the scicnos
of langusge, poetry, and fistion. The
preacher should be not only a specialist
in hiblical and theological iraining, bat
an eager goneral reader. This general
ren-ling will furnish him with intellectual
reci eation, will amplify bis knowledge,
will stimulate his own mental energies,
and discipline his taste. Nor will the
end ever bé reached in this boying of
books for the nvrture of the mind and
the enriching of one's work. The in
tetlectual lclfvlty of the world was never
what it is to day. He who is forced to
live exclusively in the past will soon loge
his touch with the present.
It certainly would be well if students,
duriog their collegiste life, would deny
themselves every luxury, and hosrd
their pennies for books. It would be
weoll if, on leaving ocoliege, they would
forego the bliss-and blessing of wife and
home till a fair supply of tools had been
aconmulated. But in the case of many,
during the yeats to which 1 have allud:
ed, where the utmost economy and self-

ial have fbeen practised, they are
able to col od little more than the
bare necessaries of life. Would it not
therefore, be well if the churches wanld
lay to heart the necessity for books when
estimating what & minister can live on ?
Would it not be a god-send, in the case
of the less favored pastors, if sometimes
3 le would find out in & delicate

way where the library lacke, and, by &
HML special generosity, enrich the pas
tor, and Indirectly enrioh themselves?
Or, not thinking of any large gifi at one
time, would it not be a grateful thing, in
the case of lh&puum referred fo, it the
