Mr. Holt presented the plan of the
dam which the company proposed to
construct at the foot of the Meductie
Rapids. It would not be more than 25
feet in helght and probably only 20
feet,
J. Fraser Gregory said that such a
dam would interfere with the opera-
tions of the St. John River Log Driv-
ing Company and opposed the bill on
that account,
Mr. White spoke of dams on the St.
Croix and said that a fishway was not
feasible,
Messrs. Evans and Galbraith said
that if the dam were constructed it
would interfere with the fishing of thé
Lorneville fishermen and would prove
injurious to all fishing on the river
and on the bay.
Mr. Allen said that the fisherics
Wwere a very valuable asset and should
be protected. He was familiar with
fishways on many rivers and he k&(\w
of no instance where a fishway ‘was
feasible with a dam as high as 20 feet,
The spawning ground for the fish of
the Bay of Fundy was above the pro-
posed dam and if the fish cannot reach
the sp“fnwning beds it meant inevitable
destruction to this industry,
Mr. Hanson said that he believed
that shad did not go above Frederic-
ton to spawn,
Mr. Allen said that the head waters
of the Tobique River were spawning
grounds of all the fish of the Bay of
Fundy,
Messrs. Taylor and Winslow also
opposed the Dbill.
Mr. Hanson said that no valid ob-
jection . had been presented against
the erection of the dam which should
cause the committée to throw out a
project of such magnitude. The chief
opponent of the bill, on his own testi-
mony, had said that he had opposed
legislation for the development on
the St, John river for 28 years. He
(Hanson) had the unprejudiced state-
ment of Mr. Kilburn that the dam
would not interfere with the transmis-
sion of lumber, but would serve io
assist driving operations. The com-
pany proposed the act to give cheaper
Lpower and that was essential in the
‘development /of the Industries of St.
John. The company was a stable one
and had as its chief financial backer,
Herbert Guernsey, of London, It was
proposed to establish a pulp and pap-
er mill at or near Meductiec Falls
The erection of the dam was feasible
from an engineering standpoint. A
dam 20 feet high would not stop the
natural flow of water and would not
interfere with the rights of lumbermen
or fishermen. He believed it impracti
cable to place a fishway in a dam
feet high, but Mr. Hawkins, an ex
pert, had given his unbiased opinion
that a proper and efficient fishway
could be put ih a dam 25 feet high,
There was no doubt about the Juris-
diction of the legislature to grant thig
legislation and the proposition should
receive fair play from all concerned.
