The Himitations
of trade unionism are not in sight
when the prof: hal orga th of
trained workers—lawyers, teachers,
architects, and 8o on—are considered;

ed that the management of industry
will .devolve upon the vocational or-
ganizations, the technicians and trade
unionists, certain fundamental facts
are lost sight of. There ig, for ex-
ample, no indication at present of
any union betweenm the trade unions
and professiopal organizations, and,
further, the word “management” is far
too simple a term to use for all that
is included. )

“In my experience,” said Mr. Webb,
