INQUIRIES BY COMMISSION.

Some criticism has been offered by the
Globe and Sun to the course taken by the
local government of appointing the Attor-
ney-General to hold an inquiry upon cer-
tain charges preferred by one of the
asylum staff against his senior officer. The
contention is made by these journals that,
as the AttorneyGeneral is a member of
the asylum comanission, the inquiry relates
to his own conduct or that of his col-
leagues in the management of the institu-
tion, and that if evidence is disclosed
aﬂ'ectihg the performance of duties resting
upon the asylum commissioners he will
not report impartially upon it. We have
already intimated that the charges made
do not extend to the management of the
agylum, but are limitwa to matters per-
sonal to the physicians. In this view no
objection would be raised by any reason-
able person to the action of the govern-
ment. Upon friction of whatever kind
arising between members of the asylum
staff, the duty is incumbent upon the
commissioners to interfere, and for that
purpose to institute a searching inquiry
according to legal forms, that the facts
may. be properly ascertained. This can
only be done if ghe parties concerned and
their witnesses are put upon oath. The
commisgioners have no power to do this,
and a commission clothed with
authority for the purpose had to be issued.
No reason having any validity can be
urged that the Attorney-General or some
other member of the government should
not conduct the inquiry under a royal
commission. If he had done so in his
character of an asylum commissioner, the
public would have appisuded him for a
diligent discharge of his public duties and
a sincere regard for the interests of the
asylum. It would not have been suggested
that he could not approach the consider-
ation of the matter with an unbiased
mind, or that he would be unable to order
a remedy for an evil state of affairs, if he
should find one to exist. The criticism of
the Globe does appear to be captious in
a paper claiming to be moderate and fair-
minded in its views.

Let it even be supposed that the scopz
of the inquiry was very much wider and
that it substantially included subjects of
vital moment to the efficient management
of the asylum. Again we are ungble to
appreciate an objection to one of the
asylum commissioners holding an investi-
gation. , Surely when it is brought to the
notice of the government in any way that
the affairs of the institutton are upon an
unsatisfactory basis, it is not the duty of
the government to abstain from correcting
the matter and commission one or a num-
ber of gentlemen outside of themselves to
inquire into the shortcomings of the in-
stitution. The governmient is responsible
to parliament or to vue puoiic tor the
manner in which the asylum is managed,
and in the discharge of that vesponsibility
it is entitled to investigate the conduct
of the oflicials primariy in charge of it.
If the government fails to perform that
duty, then the public may properly com-

Manitoba), who had gained fame from
having been arrested and sentenced to
death by Louis Reil duriag the Reil re-
bellion of . 1869-70. On his escape Dr.
Schultz became a popular hero. His first
election was by 250 majority, his second
in 1872 by 145 majority, his third in I874
by 69 majority and his fourth in 1878 by
acclamation. Dr. Schultz was succeeded
by the late Arthur W. Ross, who was
elected in 1882 as a Liberal by 40 ma-
jority, but after his election considered it
his duty for the sake of his constituency
to support the then government of the
day, and was re-elected as such a sup-
porter by acclamation in 1887, being again
re-elected by 190 majority in 1891. In
1896 Lisgar elected as its representative
Mr. R. L. Richardson, who posed as a
Liberal, but was openly credited with
independent leanings as had been evi-
denced from his journalistic career. He
had served on the staffs of the Montreal
Star, the Toronto Globe and the Winui-
peg Sun and had become editor of the
Winnipeg Tribune. He defeated Mr. R.
Rogers, Conservative, in the 96 election,
but by only 54 majority. He was re-clect-
ed at the last general election, defeating
Mr.V. Wiakler by 250, but was unseated for
corrupt practices and ran again as an in-
dependent. It is to be noted that Mr.
Stewart’s vote was several hundreds
greater than that of Mr. Winkler, who
got only 3,143.

The above sketch of the career of the
constituency will show something of its
nature. His old friends had evidently lost
faith in Mr. Richardson and he failed to
win the entire approval of the straight
Conservatives, for when the campaign
that culminated in the election of this
week began the Liberals united in nomi-
nation of Mr. D. A, Stewart and the
Conservatives put up as their own can-
didate, Mr. James Toombs. The opiniont
held of Mr. Richardson by Mr. Toomnbs
was tersely voiced in a recent speech as
follows:

“I believe there is no desperate, mno
crazy or dangerous scheme that Mr. Rich-

ardson would not support in order to
gain a few votes.”
Mr. Richardson’s personal attacks on

the Manitoba Minister (Hon. Mr. Sifton)
were so severe as to compel that gentle-
man in fairness of self-defence to take
some active part in- the campaign. How
ably Mr. Ridhafdson’s charges were re-
futed and how clearly the electors of
Liggar were enabled to see that the
policy of the Liberal party led by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier was to their best ad-
vantage, the election cleanly showed. It
is also to he noted that there is a con-
siderable German element in the coastitu-
ency, several of the campaign addresses
being made in their ewn language, this |
element being particularly able to take am
impartial view of the situation and decid-
ing conspicuously against Mr. Richard-
s03.

The result of the election not only does
credit to the intelligence and enterprise
of the progressive constituency of Lisgar,
but it shows, in admonishing a w¢ll
deserved rebuke to Mr. Richardson, that
however aspiring a politician may be the
status of Canadian electors in the present
stage of history is not such as to make
them parties to any species of ulctator-
ship nor to further the aims of any man
who appeals to them largely upon grounds
of personal disgruntlement.

The cost of executive government in
1900 is given in the auditor general’s re-
port for that year, on pages 72 to 79 in-
clusive, as $30,193.78, while the amounts
paid for scaling, collection and protection
of lumber are stated on pages 251 and 252
as $9,635.00, or a total for both executive
government and scaling, etc., of $39,828.78,
or $3,523 less than the sum stated by Mr.
Hazen.

As the cost of executive government in-
cludes the salaries of all the deputy heads
of departments, clerks and others in the
employ of the different departments, and
ag there were, as shown by the auditor
general’s report, small increases in salaries
given to these deserving officials between
1896 and 1900, amounting to $1,830, it will
be seen that the expenses of the executive
were $776.30 less in 1900 than in 1896.

It is difficult to imagine what Mr. Hazen
hopes to gain by so transparent an at-
tempt to deceive the electors of Kings.

—-The New Oil Company Referred To
Yesterday Doubtless the Result.

The New Brunswick Petroleum Com-
pany, [imited, has issued to its share-
holders in handsome book form a copy of
its charter, bye-laws, ete. The book con-
taing, in addition, a series of maps of
the company’s property which will prove
very valuable not only to those interested
in the oil development of the province,
but to all who are concerned in the other
mineral wealth of New Brunswick. The
descriptive matter indludes a copy of the
act passed by the legislature on April 28,
1899, entitled “An act to encourage the
discovery and development of oil and
natural gas within thc province of New
Brunswick;” the Daily Telegraph’s special
article of August 16th last telling “The
story “of the oil industry in New Bruns-
wick—the company’s eomendid franchise
and what it has to do for its exclusive
rigits;” and also the Moncton Tran-
geript’s account of Hon. Mr. Emmerson’s
comparison of the oil prospects in this
province with those of the United States
after his seven weeks’ tour in the prin-
cipal oil districts of the neighboring re-
public. At the end of the book appears
a summary of the reports of Prof. Shaler,
Mr. Goodrich and Prof. Willmott, as
well as a more recent report by Mr.
Goodrich, all showing the splendid pros-
pects that are ahead for this province so
far as the oil industry is concerned.

‘I'ne Telegraph on Monday last had a
brief account. of the nweeting of this com-
pany’s directors, held at Moncton on
Saturday. Very little information has
been gjven to the public regarding that
meeting, but The Telegraph learns that

shareholders 5,000 shares (par value $10
per share) at the rate of $4 per share.
Considering that the former issue of stock
a few months ago, the sale of which was
also confined to shareholders, was sold at
81 per share, the increased rate leaves no
doubt as to the commercial value of the
property having been demonstrated to
the satisfaction of the directors. It is also
understood that ithe directors decided to
lease to B. F. Pearson, of Halifax, a sec-
tion of the company’s territory and no
doubt the reference in yesterday's Tele-
graph ‘to the new oil company about to
be incorporated was the result of this ac-
tion. This no doubt is the beginning of
the organization of several auxiliary com-
panies, all of avhich will be controlled
fargely by the present company. It is said
that the.mew company will be obliged to
contribute 51 per cent of its stock to the
original company, and it is likely that all
other auxiliary companies will be required
to dé the same. The fact that no stock
has yet been offered to the general public
1s pretty good evidence that the present
sharcholders consider that thev  nave a
splendid. investment. Of course when the
work. of Dpilding refineries and the con-
struction of pipe lines are vigorously en-
tered upon, 1t will be necessary for the
companies to put their stock on the mar-
ket, but present shareholders feel that
par value of the stock will at least be
reached :before this is done.

‘ 1t may be added that it is understood
that the Pearson Company must make its
selection from lands outside of the Mem-
rameook and Albert districts in which oil
wells have already been sunk-
