Prepare for Work !

The Washington Treaty having been
acoepted by the parties ohiefly interesied,
it becomes the duty of Canadians to master
its provisions in all their- details, and pre-
pare to make the most of it. In regard to the
free admission of our Fish into the Ameri-
can market, early action should be taken.
1t is tolerably well knownthat here on the
Bay of Fundy the paries who prosecute
the fisheries are principally persons of
small means who confine'their operations
to catches taken with the aid of small
fishing boats, and who -consequently sell
to the nearest local masket. It is not proba-
ble that the number of this description of
fishing eraft Would be diminished by the
operations of larger vessels, such a3 might
readily be sent out by men of means ; and,
again, it is highly probeble that under the
Treaty that ¢lass of fishermen will find
their market entirely in St. John, since
there will no Jonger be any inducement to
them to sell at Eastport. In addition,
however, $0 ‘these imexpensive boats, St.
John ought to purchase or build and equip
jmmediately & fleet of schooners, such as
the Americam fishing ports send out, and
make a bold stroke for a good share of the
profits of the Fisheries. :We have here the
enterprise, the 'necessary capital, the
facilities for building, the outfitsand other
requisites. . We have open to our prowess
pot merely thé Bay of ‘Fundy, but the
@ulf of St. Lawrence, from Labrador for
Oape Brstot;ificluting both shoresof Prince
Bdward Island, as well as the *‘ Banks”
of Newfoundland. Our ‘business men
have never failed in any of ‘their undertak-
Ings, whether in general trade, in lumber,
jn manufactures,or purely locsl enterprises.
They have now before them an opportunity
of entering & new field,—a feld in which
Halifax and the towns of Newfoundland
have reaped a rich harvest, to say nothing
of American ports built up and eoriched
from the same =ource. We invite their
earriest attention to this-subject. Wehold
that the present is & favordble moment not
merely for consideration but promptaction.
‘We can build vessels more cheaply than
the people of the United States, equip and
provision them more cheaply, and : man

" them at balf the cost of theirs. Ve need
. experienced hands, it is true, butithese can
be obtained ; we require American pluck
_ and push, and these qualities we must en
courage and foster, though ‘we 'believe we
possess them already—the present being a

fitting time to call them forth and exercise,

them freely. The fact of the Treaty not
being all we could desire is-no reason why
we should sit idly grumbling over its pro-
visions ; it is, rather, an excellent reason
why we should get out of it all there is in it
that can be turned to our advantage. St.
John, heretofore, has not held a promi-
nont placeas a centre of the Fishing in-
dustry, but as the way is now open for
supplying the American market. to which
St. John is as convenient as any other large
sea-port in all Canada ; as St. John mer-
chants are disposed to engagein any branch
of business that will yield a fair benefit on
jnvestment; as the prosecution of the
Fishing interest is known to have yielded
wealth to cities not as favourably located
for engaging in the trade, we have no
doubt that the proposal will commend it-
self to our merchants of means and enter-
prise, if not immediately, oertainly after
the subject has received their serious con-
sideration and such related faots and figures
have been collected as are necessary ‘to the
formation of an exzact judgment.

The MaﬂtineTMembers and the

reatye.

1t would appear that three fourths of the
New Brunswick members of the Commons
who, were present at the Division en Thurs-
day night, voted for the Treaty, the vote
sjanding nine to three. Two mombers
strange to say, were absent, Messrs. Cos-
tigan and Huéchison. The yeas, we pre-
sume were Messrs. Tilley, Gray, Ryan,
Bolton, Burpee, Ferris, Pickard, Smith,
‘Wsllace and Moffatt; the Nays, Messrs.
Anglin, Renaud and Connell. On the
whole, it is the most singalar division the
New Brunswick members have ever made
Several who have heretofore persistently
opposed the Governmant, voted with them
on this oceasion, while Mr. Renaud, who
was never before known to vote against
them, opposed them, and Mr. Conuell who
spoke in favor of the Treaty, voted against
it. It would seem from an analysis of the
voting that in New Branswick, at least,
the matter bas not been treated in a
party spirit. The mawe remark applies
to Nova Scotia. Here Messrs. Jones and
Power, representing the same constituency
(Halifax) and elected on the saine ticket,
differed, Mr. Power favoring the Treaty
and Mr. Jones opposing it. 1n fact, of all
the Nova Scotia members, only two,~Mr.
Jones, and Mr. Ross, of Cape Breton,—re-
oorded their votesagainst it. Messrs, Howe
and Chipman (both friendly, ) were absent.
Two or three supporters of the Government
in Quebec and Ontario,—earnest support-
ers, t00, they are—voted with the Opposi-

tion, doubtless to please constituencies
that hold strong opinions adverse to the
Treaty. But all things considered, the vote
against the Treaty represented little be-
yond the strength of the Opposition, pure
and simple, in Ontario and Quebec; and
even of that Opposition there are some who
have avowed themselves friendly to the
Treaty, but they voted against the Govern-
ment’s Bill because, (as they alleged) of
the mannmer in which the Government
have dealt with the ¢ money consider
ation.” Altogether, the treatment which
the Treaty has received is a great triumph
over party, sectional and purely selfish
considerations. It elevates our Canadian
legislation to the dignity of statesmanship,
and removes from us the reproach, too
often cast upon Canada, that while she de-
sired to remain within the Empire and
reap the advantages of the connexion, she
was unwilling to regard Imperial interests
from any other than a Colonial stand-point.
Such a charge can never again be truthfal-
ly brought against us after the vote of
Thursday night. A City cotemporary
neatly puts it to-day :—

What will they say in England, when
they come to understand there that chiefly
from a regard to Imperial interests our
Parliament, by a most decisive vote, has
virtually ratified the Treaty provisions,
which are justly obnoxious to almost all
thinking people from oneend of the Domin-
ion to the other?

But having sanctioned the Treaty, we
shall be worse than fools if we donot study
diligently how to profit by it as far as its
provisions will permit.

Railways and Shipping.

AMERICA AGAINST THE WORLD!

The following iacts and figures were pre-
pared for the Boston Journal, from which
we copy them. They embrace, however,
ohly a portion of a column of statistics, re-
lating chiefly to the development of rail-
ways and other industrial enterprises on
the American Continent, and which tell
of equipment companies organized with
many millions of capital ; great railway
bridges completed, involving millions of
expenditure ; new railroads opened ; the
consolidation of great Companies and the
increased earnings of long established lines.
We learn, for instance, that the central
Pacific railway earned in March last $863,-
050 ; the Lake Shore and Michigan South"
ern, $1,470,048, and many other lines in
proportion,—the aggregate earnings reach-
ing a total that seems fabulous, and that
for one of the most unfavourshle months in
the year. The progress of railway exten-
sion is illustrated by the inerease in the
State of Iowa, which in 1862 had 626 miles
of road, and in 1872 has over 3,000 miles,
the earnings of last year being over $12,-
000,000. The facts which we quote speak
for themselves. (It is to be nnted thatmno
account is taken of railway construction in
Canada, where the Inter-Colonial,the River

lines in the Upper Provinces, are in pro-
gress, while 2,500 or 3,000 miles of the
Pacafic Reilway and 500 to 800 miles of
other lines are projected..) The whole
facts, particularly those which wani of
space compels us to omit, indicate such
energy, command of resources, and prac-
tical sagaeity directed to the advancement
of commerce, 83 may well amaze persons
who do not share in the *¢ fierce activities’’
thataccompany such lavish efforts of mind

and money.

Minnesota has nine new railways in
course of construction.

The great railroad bridge across the
Missouri, at Leavenworth, Kansas, was
finished March 13.

The receipts for tolls on the New York
canals in 1871, amounted to $2,842,954,94.
The total expenses for the year were $1,-
860,969.62.

The Lake -Superior and Mississippi
Railroad bas recent] en leased to the
Northern Pacific Railroad Company for a
term of 999 years.

The $100,000 offered last year by the
State of New York, for the best plan for
canal boat navigation by steam power, is
still open to competition.

The Pullman Car Company has purchas-
ed 85 acres of land pear London, Canada,
on which to erect works for the manufac-
ture of its palace cars.

Work has been commenced at Mare Is-
land, on the Pacific coast, upon plans for a
stone dry dock of a size to accommodate
the largest naval vessels.

The Philadelphia and Erie Railroad
earned last year $3,552,263.73, and ex-
pended $2,782,972.80. The number of
passengers carried was 684,884, and the
total tonnage was 1,828,401,

The Vermont Central uses monthly at
its St. Albans Car Shops 400,000 feet of
timber in the construction of cars. The
flat cars are made chiefly of timber brought
from Connecticut.

The Inman Steamship Company have
ordered the building of another vessel for
their line. She will be the Jargest steamer
afloat excepting the Great Eastern, and
will cost $1,250,000,

On the Deleware, in the neighborhood of
Philaddlphia, there are twelyp irpp steam-
ships in course of construetion, from 1,500
to 3,500 tons capacit; M’, ‘and to cost in
the aggregate ‘:ﬂ# ;

000,000 is being formed, to build a railroad
from Whitehall, New York, to Rouse’s
Point, Clinton County, 128 miles, to run
along the west shore of Lake phamplam._

The proposed line of Continental Rail-
way 'is to extend from New York to
Chicago, and thence to Council Bluffs. The
distance will bo 1224 miles. It is sup
posed that the road will crass the Missis-
sippi at Muscatine.

Probably the heaviest _contract ever un-
dertaken by one man is that of Henry
Meiggs, with the Peru Government, to
build a railway across the Andes for the
sum of $100,000 000. The highest point
to be crossed is 16,000 feet above tide
water.

A firm in TaCrosse, Wis, has been
awarded the immense contract by the
Northern Pacific Railroad Company for
putting in the docksat Duluth. This work
will take 20,000 piles, and over 12,000,000
feet of lumber besides an imwense amount
of iron and stone.

The value of the United States signal
service is illustrated in the comparison of
the coast disasters of two years past. The
pumber of vessels lost, or damaged in No-
vember and December, 1871, was 233;
same period in 1870, 366 ; number of men
lost during the same time in 1871,23;
1870, 91.

Between Feb, 17 and Dec. 15, 1871, the
Pittsburg, Fort- Wayne and Chicago Rail-
way bridge over the Chicago river made
13,647 swings, allowing 39,627 vessels to
pass. The bridge is over three miles from
the-mouth of the river and comparatively
only a small part of the vessels in the river
pass it.

1t is stated that a new line of Clyde built
steamers, of -3700 tons each, will, during
the present year, be established betweon
New York and Naples, a company having
resently been formed in that country for
the purpose. The corapany expect to do a
large business in the transportation of
Mediter1anean frait.

The entire anthracite coal tennage of the
Philadelphia and Reading Railroad Com-
pany, for the year 1871, was 4,026,216 tons,
of which 3,716,584 tons were from the
Schuylkill, Shamokin,and Mahanoy re ions.
This Company, under the name of the
Philadelphia and Reading Coal and Iron
Company, own about 70,000 acres of coal
lands, costing nearly $12,000,000

The total length of the miles of railroad
owned and leased in Pennsylvania by the
Pennsylvania Company is 600 miles. - The
earnings last year were $22,262,010 08, and
the net profits $6,896,403.51, which, after
paying interest on indebtedness, is a profit
of nearly 12 per cent. on the capital. The
Pennsylvania Company lease or own a con-
trolling interest in roads in other States
aggregating a length of 3290 miles.

The following are some figures of inter-
est connected with the business of the
11linois Central Railroad last year: Gross
earnings, $7,052,440.46; net earnings,
€2,771,918 21 ; State taxes, $463,512.91 :
19 372,210 bushels of grain forwarded from
stations in Illinois ; 89,386,000 feet of lum
ber forwarded from Chicago, which was
32,934,000 less than in 1870; a total ol
1,831,944 tons of freight transported at an
average cost of $2.32 per ton per mile.

The number of steamers on the Atlantic
coast in 1871 was 1410. The value of
property destroyed by fire, explosion, co)
lision and wreck, wes $1,324,000; lives
lost, 319 ; number of steamers inspected
in waters flowing into the Gulf of Mexico,
1077 ; property destroyed, $1,414,000 ;
lives lost 695. Number of steamers in-
spected on the lakes, 640 ; property de
stroyed, $496,000: lives lost, 235, Number
of steamers inspected on the Pacific coast,
180 ; lives lost, 206.

John Hilyard Cameron on Sir John A.
Macdonald.

With regard to the Treaty itself, before
entering into discussion on its various
points, he might be allowed to say a few
words about one upen whom the eyes of all
Canada were fixed, in whom all Canada
had the greatest possible interest, and in
whom, he ventured to say, the greatest
part of Canada had the most implicit faith
and reliance. He referred to the gentle-
man who was entrusted, not only as-nego-
tiator but as the representative of the Em
pire, and of Canada as a part of it ; he
whom every one had been accustomed to
see, and whom he (Mr. Cameron) had been
permitted to follow, as his leader, for so
many years. Probably there was no mem-
ber of the House better entitled to speak of
that gentleman than he, They had been
friends for more than half the term allotted
to man ; they had been at school together,
and had been in the Government of Canada
in the freshness of their youth, more than
a quarter of a cefitury ago ; and from that
year to this, although their positions had
been very different, he had been always his
political follower, and had endeavored al-
ways to be his faithful friend, and he be-
lieved there were very few among those who
had been his friends,followers and support-
ers during that long period of years who
were not his friends and supporters now,
There could hardly be a higher compliment
paid to any man than that he could have

held the position he had held during the
many years past ; and he felt compelled to
say it because vituperations had been pour-
ed upon him, because heartless attacks had
been made upon his character and honor,
because they ought to remind themselves
of his services and of his worth to the
country. They all knew, every one of
them, and he (Mr. Cameron) recollected
well, the time when he first came so promi-
nently to the front. They all might have
locked through their own party, in and out
of politics, and could not have found a
single man his superior, and in the Oppo-
sition party they conld not find a man his
superior nor hisequal. During all those
years he had carried out those measures
which he considered were for the good of
the country. In many he (Mr. Cameron)
did not concur, but in many had agreed ;
and of all men competent to deal with the
affairs of this country, he had always con-
sidered that there was no one so competent
as he, Sir John Macdonald. He (Mr.
Cameron) had seen his skill and ability
at all times and under all circumstances,
and there was no onc  among them
who had npot had an. opportunity
over and over again of judging it. e
would ask them to recollect how, when cir-
cumstances had .withdeawn Lim, when do-
bates and discussiops were going on, they
had felt that the ehords were jangled and
out of tune, and when he returned again
how his master hand evoked a harmony
that no other hand was able to produce.
They had all koown it. They had secn
him'in his position there using his talents
and great ability for the benefit of the
country. Had he turned those talents and
that ability to his profession, he wouid
have won both wealth and fame. He bhad
been engaged in meusures for commercial
and railway enterprise, for trading compa-
nies, and for great landed and other corpo

rations ; and while he had been charged as
the means ol corrupting others, no man
had ever said that he (Sir John) had cor-
rupted himself ; no whisper, no insinuation,
no hint of personal gain ever went forth
against him. Whilst other political men
were making their fortunes, no one ever
felt otherwise than that that man was
poor because he never allowed his po-
litical or parliamentary influence to be
used in order that he might in the
slightest degree make capital of his
position. Did not they all feel
that one reason why his learned

friends opposite had raged 'so furiously

against him, bad been because of what his
hon. friend from Lambton had said the
other night—that his(Sir John’s)path was
marked by the graves of dead politicians.
He (the member for Lambton) ad boasted
of the purity of Reform principles, and of
the strength and power ot Reformers ; and
get he bad seen their foremost men, one

y one—even the great Anak himself—be-
eome the willing captives of his, bow and
spear, and march to_their political death
under the eye of their conqueror ; v‘vhlle.h.e
contended that what they termed ‘ politi-
cal death” was really political regener-
ation. ‘That was their position ; and their
position with regard to his hon. friend had
been not merely. with reference t0 that, but
it had been in reference to al of them.
He had always been generous and easy of
access, ever mingling courtesy with kind
pess. No man ever bad more devoted
friends and followers. He had grappled
shem to his heart with hooks of steel,
and had left them there. Over and over
again he had carried them forward with
him to victory, and ho believed that now
as ever his latest crowning victory would
be the response which the Parliament of
Canada would make to the appeal that
they should ratily the Treaty- His party
were indignant that tbe charge of treason
and the name of- ** Judas’’ should be used
against him. Notwithstanding the taunts
and the violence of the Opposition—not
withstanding the accusations thgy'made—
they would find that, in t.he opinions not
only of a large majority of the members of
the House but of an equally large majority
of the people of the country, there was no
man under whose banner they would more
gladly advance, either to victory or defeat,
than that of the hon. member who led
them. He felt that these observations were
due to his friends, that none of his col-
leagues would like to speak of him in refer-
ence to these matters as he (Mr. Cameron)
had done. .

¢ A Shipper’” writes to this morning’s

is but fair to the shipping interest, to the
Pilot specially concerned, to the whole
body of St. John Pilots, and to those en-
trusted with the testing of Pilots, that a
thorough investigation should be made
forthwith.
