DAY & EVENING SESSIONS.

From Yesterday’s Second Edition.

(Special to the Tribune.)
Governor-General's Speech.

OT1TAWA, March 6.
At three o’clock this afternoon the
Governor-General opened Parliament.
The crowd in attendance was large, and
the ceremonies were imposing. The fol-
lowing is the Speech:

Hon. Gentlemen of Senate,
Gentlemen of the House of Commons,

In addressing for the first time the
Parliament of Canada, I desire to express
the satisfaction I feel in resorting to your
advice and assistance as well as my deep
sense of my own good fortune in being
permitted to associate myself with you in
your labors and asperations for the wel-
fare of the Dominion. :

I rejoice to think that my assumption
of office should have taken place at a
period when the prospects of the country
appear so full of promise, when peace
and amity prevail amongst neighboring
nations, and when so many indications
are afforded of the success with which
Canada herself is consolidating her poli-
tical unity and developing her material
resources.

In accordance with the decisien of}

Parliament and to carry into effect the
legislation of last session I have caused
a charter to be granted to a body of Ca-
nadian Capitalists for the construction of
a Pacific Railway. The company now
formed has given assurances that this

great work will be vigorously prosecuted 0

and a favorable state of the money mar-
ket in Englands afford every hope that
satisfactory arrangements may be made
for the required capital. The pa-
pers and correspondence relating to
this subject will be laid before -you.
During the past year the surveys for the
improvement and extension of our sys-
tem of canals for which appropriations
were made last session have been in ac-
tive preparation, and I am glad to inform
you that the plans and specifications for
the enlargement of the Welland and the
construction of the Baie Verte canals
have been completed and that the works
can now be put under contract.

The surveys for the St. Lawrence
conals will I am assured be finished in
time to commence the worksatthe begin-
ning of next year. This will insure the
completion of all thesegreatundertakings
at the same period.

It is gratifying to know that the efforts
made to encourage Immigration have met
with a great measure of success, and
that the numbers seeking a home in Can-
ada have been greatly augmented during
the last year.

I do not doubt your readiness to make
ample provision for the steadily increas-
ing stream of settlers that may hereafter
be annually expected to add to the popu-
lation, wealth and strength of the Domin-
ion.

The compilation of the first census of
the Dominion approaches completion and
this would therefore seem a fitting tlme
to provide for the establishment of a pro-
per system for the accurate collection
and scientific arrangement of statistical
information. I commend this subject to
your attention.

It is important that provision should
be made for the consolidation and amend-
ment of the laws now in force in the se-
veral Provinces, relating to the represen-
tation of the people in Parliament. A
measure for this purpese, and one for the
trial of controverted Elections will be
submitted for your consideration. Your
attention will be invitod to measures
for the amendment of the Laws re-
lating to Pilots. to saivage, and to
the Trinity Houses of Montreal and
Quebec as well as for the improvement of
the laws generally affecting' our merchant
shipping. Experience has shown that the
duties now perfurmed in the offices of the
Secretary of State and the Secretary of the
Provinces may be readjusted with advan-
tage to the Public Services. A bill on the
subject will be laid before you.

Among other measures bills will be pre-
sented to you relating to the Criminal
Law, to weights and measures, and to the
amendment and consolidation of the In-
spection Laws. ;

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I have given directions that the ac-
counts of the first six months of the pre-
sent inancial year shall be laid before
you without delay. You will be gratifi-
ed to learn that the finances of the Do-
minion are in a prosperous condition,and
that there is no reason to doubt that the
revenue will be sufficient to meet all con-
templated charges upon it.

The estimates for the ensuing year
which will be submitted to youhave been
prepared with as much regard to economy
as is compatible with the efficiency of the
public service, and I venture to hope that
you will be of opinion that the supplies
which my Government will ask you to
vote can be granted without inconven-
ience to the people.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

Many of the subjects I have enumera-
ted are of the greatest importance. It
is with full confidence in your patriotism
and wisdom I commend them to. your con-
sideration and I trust a Gracious Provi-
dence may guide your counsels in what-
ever way may best promote the happiness
of the people of Canada and the welfare
of the Empire at large.

Shipping Notes.

Ship Mary Jane.—A treenail hole left
open in the ship Mary Jane, after coming
off the blocks at Lower Cove where she
had been repairing, nearly caused her
sinking at her wharf last night. As the
water in the vessels hold increased she
listed over toward the wharf and her bow
port, which was open, was brought too
near the waters edge for the safety of all
concerned. Capt. Snow observing the
list was increasing caused the pumps to
be sounded and found she was making
‘considerable water. The pumps set to
work and all hands employed the vessel
was soon freed and the leak being got at
was speedily stopped.
