The decisions of the City Court are not 

often appealed from, but the case of Rich­
ards vs. Belyea was an exception to the 
general rule. The first appeal was to the 
cowhide, as already published. The de­
cision of theDepnty Common Clerk,Geo. 
Falrweather, Esq., who gave a non-suit 
for defendant, was on the grounds that 
subsequent to the agreement to rent the 
property, there was an agreement to pur­
chase, and whether such agreement was 
valid or not was not in the province of 
the court to decide. The case, on appli­
cation of W. Pugsley, Esq., was 
reviewed before Judge Watters and 
Mr. Fairweather's decision sustained. An 
appeal was then made to the full Bench, 
but was not successful. The decision 
was an important one, and being sns 
tained by all the Judges is quite compli­
mentary to the Deputy Clerk. During 
the summer, since B. L. Peters, Esq-, has 
been absent, the entire work of the city, 
including this Court, has been performed 
by Mr. Falrweather. The Court has on 
one or two occasions sat all day and late 
into the evening. It will be a question 
for the Common Council If Mr. Fair- 
weather should not have some extra re­
muneration for his services. The people 
would support any action of the Common 
Council in granting him so mething extra.

London, Oct. 21.

John Bright addressed 16.0C0 people at 
Birmingham to-night on topics of general 
public interest. He commended the ad­
ministration of Gladstone for the past 
legislation, with the exception of Educa­
tion Act, which was incomplete. Of the 
war against the Ashantees, Bright said 
no one is more anxious than the, adminis­
tration for reasonable pacific acfiustinenf- 
He believed that the interests aud honor 
of the country would be best consulted 
by the absolute withdrawal of the British 
Colonists from the Ashantee coast. He 
told some stern truths relative to the con­
duct of English people and Government 
dunng the southern rebellion. The con­
duct of the Administration in reference 
to the Treaty of Washington and subse­
quent Arbitration under its provisions, 
had added a nobler page to the history of 
England than had all the bloody battles 
recorded in its history.

Bright’s address occupied one hour and 
ten minutes, and was received with un­
flagging enthusiasm to the close.
