Church. This tho Romarists denied, claimiug that
the proper Apostleship was transmitied through the
person of Peter, whilo tho other Apostles had no
guceessors.

Tho fact, and the necéasity of an-uninterrupted
lino of Bishops, from onc of the Apostles or Apos-
tolic wen, is asserted by Jrenmas about . n, 175,
and Tertullion about. A, p.: 190, as strongly as it was
over doze by any Church of Engiand or American
divine. DBoth appeal to this fact as onc requisite
preof of their legitimato orthodosy, challenging and
qven defying the boretics to,do anything of the kind.
AAnd Irenaeus, it will bo remembered, received bhis
teaching froh St. John, ‘through Polycarp.  Aud
no othar doctrine was over heard of in tho Chureb,
until the Papaey bad overshadowed the Episcopacy.
The doctrine that holdd thf ghe * Episcopate® s
not ay ** Apostolnte,” “in any proper sense’ of thé
-word, i3 a Romish docrine, first urged: bythe Je-
suits o ovorturn tho English hierarchy, and subse-
quently taken.up and urged by-the Puritans for the
samo purpose.— Calendar.
