and this morning, on entering his room, I found him rubbing
his forehead, like his ancestor, Henry IV., when emb

and saying, in a low tone, ¢ That terrible Scribe! he thinks it
éasy’ And he smiled, Monsieur—he smiled. Come again—
often, Come every day, as long as you are in England. Do
you promise me?” He gave the required pledge, and kept
his word, and during one whole week he went every morning
to pour a little joy into that wounded heart—a little light in
that sombre dwelling; and when he returned to France he
brought back with him the finest recompense an author has
ever received—the gratitude of an exile, the affection of a de-
throned king, and the benediction of a saint.

UNITED SBTATES.—Gov. Washburne has been elected to an
Sumner’s place.. The derelict steamship ¢« L'Amerique,”
has been towed into port. The announcement is made that
the Tehuantepec Railroad Company have completed a contract
for the construction and equipment of a rallway from Minatitian
across the Isthmus to Santa Cruz, a distance of 145 miles, the
work to be finished by August 1st., 1876. Last week, Mr,
Carpenter introduced a joint resolution in the Senate, declaring
it the duty of the United States to recognize Cuba as one of the
independent nations of the earth, and that the United States
will observe strict neutrality between the contending parties.

UNITED KINGDOM.—The funeral of Dr. Llvingstone took place
on Saturday, in Westminster Abbey, and was attended by a
great throng, including & full representation from the Royal
Geographical Society. There was a speclal funeral service early
in the day, and another was held by Dean Stanley on Sunday.
The grave 18 in the centre of the west part of the nave of West.
minster Abbey, near that of Step1enson, the celebrated engi-
neer. Dr. Kenealy has applied for a new trial for Orton, the
Tichborne claimant, on the ground of Chlef Justice Cockburn’s
misdirection to the jury, interference with the testimony, and
that the verdict was eontrary to the evidence. Application was
refused as to Chief Justice Cockburn’s conduct, but on the legal
points, the Court reserved its decision. A terrific gale raged
last week in the English Channel, continuing during three days.
Many ships, the names of which are unknowan, have been
wrecked and all on board lost. Mr. Holker having accepted
the new Solicltor.Generalship, has issued an address to the
voters of Preston, asking for re-electlon. It is understood that
Mr, Jacob Bright, will contest the election. A lock-out of
15,000 miners is threatened in Cornwal.l——The Queen has
sent a message to the House of Commons recommending a grant
of £25,000 to General S8ir Garnet Wolseley. In the House of
Lords Earl Russell has given notice that on May 4th he should
ask for copies of the oorrespondence of the British Government
with the Governments of Germany, Franoce, Russia and Austria
relative to the maintainance of peace; also, that he should oall
for a capias of the inatructions sent to Sir Ed, Thornton, Minister
at Washington, in regard to the Oregon boundary question; and
further, for an account of the compensation made by the United
States for damages caused by the Fenian raid in Canada.

AUSTRIA.—Baron Schwarz Senborn, the newly appointed Aus-
trian Ambassador to the United States, will eave for Washing-
ton in the latter part of May.

SPAIN.—After a suspension of hostilities in consequence of bad
weather, active operations were resumed on Saturday before
Bliboa. General Cuchon has assumed the command of one
of Serrano’s army. The Carlist General Saballs and all his
staff were receatly captured by the Republican troops near
Vieh. Saballs with some of his officers subsequently escaped,
and crossed the frontier into Franoce. :

SWITZERLAND.—The plebiscite taken on the revision of the
Swiss Federal Constitution resulted in a majority of'a hundred
thousand in favor of the revision,

E@YPT.—The Porte has authorized the Khedive of Egypt to
keep the S8uez Canal in working order should M. De Lesseps per.

SOUTH AMERICA.—A rupture has oocurred between the Ar-
gentine Republic and the Government at Montevideo, because
President Sarmiento arbitrarily closed the river Uruguay against
vessels from Oriental ports. Itis hoped a settlement will be
effected. The sentence of the Bishop of Pernambuco has
been commuted to simple imprisonment, ———Garoia has again
assumed the Presidency of Costa Rica,'s conspiracy to over.
throw him having failed. An attempted revolution at
Lima, Peru, was frustraled on the 16th ult., a Government
Agent having discovered the plot. The plan of the oconspirators
was to seize the President and secure co-operation of the troops.
The ring-leaders are now in irons.

It1is 87 {n,
long, and holds four fifths of & piut. In ¢ Evelyn's Diary,”
Feb. 10, 1885, he notices that when James II, was proclaim.
edin the market-place of Bromley by the Sheriff of Kent the
military officers drank the King's health in & fiint glasg a
yard long,

B—S8ilver beaker, English ; hall-marked, 1664.

C—Spanish glass : seventeenth century,

D—Bronze 1talian cup and cover, attributed to Cellint,

E—A tyg (English), Tygs were generally bowl-shaped, and had
from two {0 seyen handles. Those exhibited will hold from
half & pint to two quarts; the latter where well adapted for
drinkers of large capacity.

F—S8candinavian drinking-horn, contributed by the Royal Mu.-
seum, Copenhagen.

G—German glass goblet, 20 in. high, lent by Prince Christian.
This is a very characteristic specimen of the old German glass
manufacture. It was heavier than the Venetian in subs.
tance and more clumsy inform. A very usual design, as in
the present case, is the Imperial eagle, bearing on its wings
the arms of the States and cities comprised in the German
Empire. It is dated 16186.

H-—Dutch drinking.glass, with cover: eighteenth century.

I—French drinking-vessel, stoneware : sixteenth century,

J—Venetian beaker glass, 13} in. high, of blackish tint, with
square bosses ; sixteenth cemtury. -

K—Peg tankard, from Glastonbury Abbey. It is of oak, var.
nished, and will hold exactly two quarts ofale. Inside there
were originally eight pegs, which divided the contained li.
quor into equal quantities of half a pint each; but some of
the pegs, have dropped out. King Edgar (who was buried in
Glastonbury Abbey, in 975), to restrain the habits of drank.
enness brought over by the Danes, caused pegas t0 be
fixed in drinking.cups. Those who drank below their proper
marks were punished, The probable age of this tankard fs
aoout the tenth or eleventh century, judging from the forms
of the letters and some wanting peculiarities in the dresses
of the Apostles. In speaking of a person in high spirits, we
say heis « in merry pin.” The original meaning of this was
that he had drunk below the sober mark or pin.

L—English leather black-jack. They were made of all sizes, In
Haywood’s « Philocothosista,” published in 1685, we read
that when the French first saw the large black-jacks, they
reported in thelr own country that the English drank out of
thelr boots,

M—Moug or tankard, of clear glass, splashed with red, white, and
blue. Venioe, sixteenth century.

N—Ancient Roman earthenware drinking.-cup, found at Ickling-
ham, Suffolk,

O—Mug, old Newoastle ware, with model of toad inside. Thisis
one of the pl ntries ted with « beer.”” The reader
will notice that, when holding the mug to the mouth with
the right hand, the reptile is 30 placed as not to be seen by
the victim tll the liquor is nearly drunk.

P—Beaker, enamaelled glass, ornamented with tritons, spread
eagles, and other figures. This 18 a capital example of the
earliest style of Venetian glass manufacture, The later pro-
ductions of the school include the drinking-vessels of thin
blown glass, which command universal admiration for their
exquisite grace and varlety of form.

Q—Anocient Roman earthenware drinking-cup, found at Ford-
ingbridge.

R—Pligrim’s bottle. Old German or Flemish.

8—_English puzzle-jug; date about 1850. The inscription on it
reads thus :—

Here, gentlemen, come try your skill,
I'll hold a wager, if you will,

That you don't drink this liquor all
‘Without you spill or let some fall.

It may be inferred that there is much difficulty in drinking
from & pussle-jug, the upper portion of the sides of which
are perforated. On the top-rim are holes which communi-
cate with the contained liquor at the inside and bottom.
There is & modern imitation of thistrick in. conjnring circles
called the « Cup of Tantalus.”

T-—Gilt tankard, Nuremberg: sixteenth century.

U-——Cyanthus, Etruscan black ware.

V-—Drinking-flagon, dated 1603, of Shakspeare’s period.
