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such Judge is so appointed, the Governor may appoint any
Barrister of at least ten years standing at the Bar of Lower
Canada, to be and act as an Assistant Judge of either of
the said Courts,—or any Judge: of the Supenor Court to be
and act as an Assistant -Judge “of the Cont of Queen’s Beunch,
and a Barrister as aforesaid to: supply his place as Judge of
the Superior Court, as' an Assistant Judge thereof,—for and
during the time- that the Judge, appomted a Commissioner
under this Act, continues to be “such Commissioner :

2. Every Assistant Judge so appointed shall during the said
nme, have and exercise all the. powers and. authomy and per-

offices during pleasure, and in cases of vacaney, the Governor
may. appoint.
