ITHICA, N,Y, (CUP-CPS) - -
The computer may soon make
dramatic changes in the mech-
anics of university education.

Dial - a - lecture, a service
which will allow students to
dial by telephone lectures they
missed or want to hear again,
will begin next year at Ithica
College.

Beginning in September '65,
all lectures to 30 or more stu-
dents will be tape recorded
and filed at the college’s elect-
ronics communication centre.
A student wishing to hear the
lecture will dial the code num-
ber on the telephone linking
his dormatory room with the
centre.

At Michigan State Univer-
sity, a computer is involved in
the student counseling service.

The machine is programmed
to scan the records of some
14,0000 freshmen and soph-
mores to find those who might
be headed for academic dif-
ficulty. Students selected by
the computer are called in for
a session with a member of the
counseling staff.

In a matter of hours, the
computer can obtain academic
profiles that formerly employ-
ed secretaries for weeks.

Mr. Gordon was asked by
the opposition to explain an
article in the Toronto Globe
and Mail which claimed that
according to examples in the
government loan plan broch-
ure, interest on loans would

range from 7.6 to 10.4 per cent.

The writer of the article, a
student at the University of
Toronto, accused the govern-
ment of setting up the plan so
that the b: could charge
interest on the entire amount
of the loan until it was finally
repaid. The writer quoted a
university official as saying the
student loan plan “will bonan-
za to the : nemfwy b
student loan plan “will be a
‘bonanza to the banks.”

Mr. Gordon told the com-
mons that the accusations in
the article were based on an
misunderstanding of the terms
of repayment. One example
in the brochure shows a loan
of $1,000 repayable at $21 a
month over five years. But he
