A rapist, wearing only a
balaclava mask, struck
again in the Sheridan Mall
area Thursday night, sex-
ually assaulting a woman
in the underground park-
ing lot of a Roche Court
apartment building as
police were responding to
a report of an indecent ex-
posure in. a nearby
building.

Police said two sisters in
their early 20s were walk-
ing toward the door of the
underground parking lot at
2111 Roche Court after

midhight when ﬂ\l were
confronted by a nude man

wearing a balaclava, He
was armed with a
handgun. The two women
fled through a nearby dook,

and called police. N

Ten minutes later, a 28-
year-old woman called
police, reporting she had
just been sexually
assaulted by the man in
the underground parking
lot at 2200 Roche Court.
After the attack, the man
allowed -her to leave
through the back door of
the parking lot. Police

blocked off the area, but
the man slipped - through
their dragnet.

Nude rapist strikes again

The city will crack-
down on illegal use of its
parks by mini-bikes and
trail bikes, the recreation
and parks committee
declared Monday.

After hearing ex-
planations from Peel
Regional Police Staff
Inspector William Snarr
about * problems policing
parks, the committee
seemed even more deter-
mined than ever to try to
curb the problem.

Snarr explained that the
police department cannot
consider patrol of parks a

high priority in view of
other duties which they
must perform. But he
noted that where there are
problems, a yellow patrol
car is sent into parks. This
is often followed up by a
detachment of the “old
clothes” squad, who are
dressed as ordinary
citizens and sometimes
provide much more effec-
tive enforcement.

Members of the com-
mittee were impressed by
statistics Snarr produced
to show the extent of
arrests made and warnings

issued in parks. Drinking
in parks is a common prac-
tice, especially for
juveniles.

Desgpite \ /Snarr’s
. assurdnces,/ some com-
mittee members were
critical of the way police
often fail to pursue
offenders on bikes.
