"I roaember his words ^hor\ last here,that he hoped through the 

"future the Fnelish-epeaking peoples of the Fritish Flnpiro anl 

"tho United States would bo dra*r into closer relations,and that 

"the tiire would oazne -"her. there would be ouch an understanding between 

"these peoples that the peace ©** the world -oui 1 bo thereby greatly 

"furthered. I ’ich you would nay to Pari Jrey that I think ir. your 

"visit hero we ;mve nade a beginning, and that your mission to T-glard 

"will greatly further the aoooriplishiaent of this ideal,which I 

"oherieh ir. censor. with hic." I thanked the President for this 

cessage and withdrew.
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
