Guides and boats plentiful, and at 
reasonable rates. Along the shores 
of the Gull River white pond-lilies 
alM>und, and thousands deck the 
I tile bays and inlets. Many are 
the happy patties who enjoy them­
selves gathering these fragrant beau­
ties. The drives in this vicinity are 
very picturesque, the country being 
somewhat hilly and rugged. At this 
point there are three churches, F.pis- 
opal, Presbyterian and Methodist.
