Primitivei Christianity has its records pre-

served, and apostoUcal fathers give to us in

these distant times, a clear record of Christi-

m faith and practice ; and wherever we find

the OhriBljan brotherhood living in oonform-

ity to Boriptural and early Christian customs

and usages, thero may we find « the continu-

ing city," for if we be'in it we have truly

oome to the eternal kingdom, " the church of

the first bom," for "our conversation is in

heaven" even while we be yet on earth.
