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the Directors and the Priest-Adorers in Great Britain to- 
adopt the nomenclature of their brethren overseas. Not long 
afterwards the People’s Eucharistic League came into exis­
tence among us. Galloway led the way in Scotland. In the 
archdiocese of Glasgow three parishes have already affiliated 
centres. But to no other centre does the Eucharistic Heart 
look with more eagerness and more certainty, for the glow 
and the spread of the Eucharistic Fire, than to that of the 
teachers. Their privilege and sacrosanct duty it is, to kindle 
the Sacred flames in the hearts of Christ’s babes. Under the 
aegis of Notre Dame du Tris Saint Sacrement may this new 
and ever-old devotion make of Celt and Saxon and Gael, 
“ footstool of the Eucharistic Christ!” “Scabella Pedum 
Tuorum !"
