Bditor OaTHOLIO RECORD :—Taking
advantage of your generous offer of
space in your valuable Catholic paper
for the discussion of the affairs of
the C. M. B. A,, ite rates aud require-
ments, now & few remarke as to the
N, F. C.rates.

Are they a correct rate for a frater-
nal life insurance institution? My
contention is, they are not and I fur-
ther contend that no actuary nor set
of actuaries, not even the N. F. C.oan,
make a rate or schedule of rates that
are adequate and only adequate with-
out having a deflnite time to make
their deductions to or from, a fact I
think I oan prove from the figures
contained in that misleading and in-
correot report given to the executive
of the C. M. B. A, in 1912,

By the actuary employed by them
that report implies that the N. F.C.
rate would have baen the correct rate
to have adopted st the inception of
the Association and if the Executive of
the Society had adopted the above
rates they would have instead of ade-
fioit of $5,000,000, a surplus or reserve
tund of $6,000 000 at the present time.

Now sssuming that such was the
oondition of the Association &b the
present time what would be the re-
quired mssessment rate for to con-
tinue another thirty five years life
insarance ? Would we require an-
other $6,000,000 for the same number
of members and them at the same age
and it the Aesociation still decided to
continue lite insurance for etill an-
other thirty five years would we still
require the N. F. C, rate and another
$6,000,000 ?

Why in one hundred years the As-
gociation could dispense with asgess-
ments entirely and pay their current
death claims of 26 000 members out
of the earnings of its reserve fund.

This would be a very satistactory
condition to tranefer over to & mem-
bership of 26,000 who will in all prob-
ability replace the present member-
ship in about fifty years; but would
it be justice or fair play to the present
members ?

Editor CaraOLIO RECORD : Kindly
allow me space for a few wordson
the great question of new rates which
is agitating the minds of our mem-
bers at the present time. Having
figured out the different options in
the official notice sent out by the
Grand Council in November last, I
cannot find anything for the old mem-
bers (sayfrom fitty-five years and up)
to do but drop out of the Association
altogether. The rates have certainly
not been adjusted with any degree of
fairness to these members. Asfaras
I can see it is a case of freeze out.

Now I would suggest another
option. We will take a cage which I
am familiar with. A member joined
the Association at the age of thirty-
nine, in October, 1002, and took outa
polioy for a $1,000. His rate was 65cts.
each assessment for say, 16 assess-
ments a year, from 1902 to 1904 ; from
1904 to 1907. he paid 20 assessments
and from 1907 to Jaly 1, 1915, 24 as-
sessments a year. He will have paid
in altogether on July 1, 1915, $179.40.
Now according to rates given in
in Option 1 (of Official notice ) he
should bave paid $1.61 a month from
the time he joined, or $244.72 until
July 1, 1915, making a difference of
$65.32 more than he actually paid.
This, with compound interest at 4 per
cent., would amount to sayabout $80.
Now my suggestion is to have the
Association deduct the above amount
of $80 ( which is the difference be-
tween what he actually paidin, and
what he should have paid in, accord-
ing to rates in Option 1) from his
policy and iesue a new policy for this
member for $920 and let him pay the
rates of assessment as per Option 1,
viz., $1.61 a month for the balance of
his natural life. This would be a
great advantage to the Association
a8 it would reduce their liabilities
very much and would be very much
more seatisfactory to the members
than anything yet offered, and I
think would meet with the approval
of = great majority of the membera.

His sheep; the “‘One Foundation”
named Cephas a8 the Rock on which
the Church should be built; the
“Door” gave Peter the Keys. These,
and twenty six other lees significant
texts, appeared to my Private Judg-
ment, therefore, to support the
Catholic claimes.

But how was I to test the sound-
ness of my view? The only other
guide 1 had was, as has been said,

History, So I turned to History in
its broadest aspeot; and there I be.
came aware of a startling corrobora-
tion of my view. For I found, rough-
ly speaking, that those Christians
who based their religion upon that
view, were remarkable throughou
the whole world, and through the
whole course of it, for complete un-
animity upon all other points of doc-
trine; that they produced saints such
a8 no other body produced; and that
those signs and marvels accompanied
them which Ohrist said should ac-
company His disciples.

And, on the other side, I found that
those who rejected tha Petrine claims
were notoriously disunited on pointe
ot doctrine, that they were beginning
to give up even a beliet in that kind
of supernatural intervention which
is oalled miraculous.

History, then, seemed to me to
corroborate that which appeared to
be the evident meaning of Scripture,
and the record of God in His dealings
with men in general, It ratified the
record of that particular and unique
dealing of God with men which we
oall Revelation.—Right Rev. Robert

ST. PATRICK'S
RELIGION

Even still there are people in Ire-
land who believe, or profess to be-
lieve, that the religion St. Patrick
preached and taught to the Irish
people was the same as the religion
of Protestants to day—in short that
St. Patrick was a Protestant.

To many Catholics this might seem
intended <8 a joke, but there eare
those who make the claim quite seri.
ously. How such claim could be
established or entertained in view of
well authenticated facts of Irish
history, it is dificult to understand.
We cite a few, a8 quoted by the
learned Irish historian, Abbe Mao-
geoghegan ; who, telling of the early
life ot Patrick and his resolve to join
the ministry of the Church, eays:

“ At that time he was about twenty-
three years of age, A. D. 896. He
went first to the monastery of Tours,
built by St. Martin, bishop of that
city and uncle to his (Patrick's)
mother. He (Patrick) received from
him the clerical tonsure and monas.
tic habit.”

After the death of St. Martin, “The
high character of St. Germain, Bishop

of Auxerre, induced him (Patrick) to’

go to that prelate. . . He lived at
Auxerre for many years under the
discipline of that illustrious Bishop,
and prepared himeelt after the ex-
ample of such & master for the min.
istry of the Church.”

“8t. Germain sent him to Rome
with instructions upon the mission
to Ireland, and gave him letters of
introduction to Pope Celestine, who
received him with every mark of
kindness and respect. Celestine
himeelf then consecrated and appoint-
ed him Archbishop of Ireland, and
sent him invested with all apostolical
authority to preach the gospel to the
inhabitants of that island.”

In all this there was not much Pr¢-
testantism, as we know it to-day.
Mauifestly St. Patrick a8 a '‘papist”
at the start. How much of a Protest:
ant he was during his work in Ire-
land is exemplified in this brief
summing up by the historian already
mentioned :

“The holy apostle having estab-
lished the Church of Ireland on a
solid basis, and having ordained
pastors for the several churches, set
out for Rome, to give an account of
his labors to the holy and learned
Pope Leo surnamed the Great, to
consult him on various matters, and
to prove the doctrine he had taught
to his people, by that of the first
pastors of the Church, in the centre
of ite unity, where the common oracle
ot the Christiane resided. He
obtained this Pope's approval for his
having made the Church of Armagh
the metropolitan ; which was after-
wards supported by the honor of the
pallium, and the title of apostolical
legate in Ireland, to him and his
guccessors.”

These few facts out of many proofs
should establish the authenticity of
St. Patrick’s Catholicity.—N. Y. Free-
man's Journal.

HARMONY IN THE
CHURCH

There is disagreement among
nations and individuals, but there is
one institution, which in so far as it
isdivine, is never distnrbed by discord
—the Church of Jesus Christ. The
late Monsignor Benson wrote about
the early days of his conversion :

“ It seems impossible to make men
of cne nation agree even on political
dootrines ; but it has been found
posgible by the Catholic Church to
make men of all nations agree on
religious doctrines. While I was a
student in the University of Cam-
bridge, I used otten to find in one
lecture room men of one nation and
pix religions. When I became a
student in the University of Rome, I
found in one room men of six nations
and one religion. Is it conceivable
that it is merely human power that
makes such a thing posseible ?"

The saying, ' To be great, is to be
misunderstood,” is a true one, and
finds strong proof in the personality
and genius of St. Paul as well as
many of the easintse of God. The
apostle of the Gentiles was mis-
understood by Luther, and Protest:

ant commentators admit 1§ with an
emphasis. Harnack, the Berlin
Bible student, says of 8t. Paul after
his German tashion, " The only per.
son who ever understood St. Paul
was the Gentile Marcion, and he mis-
understood him.” But to the Cath-
olio devout student St. Paul does not
seem difficult to comprehend. Strong
faith, a clean, pure heart, will be
helps to comprehend his meaning.
And he has the feeling of security

that with the Church's guidence | the

under the influence of the Holy
Spirit he will not go astray.

At the Retormation the world tried
to separate religion from dogma and
morality from its divine sanction—
now it attempts to separate the in-
separable. For the divine sanction
it eubstitutes human legislation.
Yet human legislation without God
defeats ite own object. Laws can.
not make a man moral. He is a free
agent and unless he willingly accepts
a change of heart, he cannot soar to
the plane of righteousness. Science
cannot make him moral or religious.
The celebrated Fremch mathemati.
cian, Henri Poincare, said, ‘* Soience
will never be able, of iteelf, to pro-
vide the moral imperative.” Dr.
Ferdinand Jeffreys, the eminent
pathologist, epeaks to the point in a
practical oase, ‘' I do not know what
religion is. 1 do not pretend to de-
fine it. But barring exceptional
cases, it is the result of my observa-
tion that the only permanent cure
for chronic alcoholism is for the
patient to ‘ get religion '—and get it
bhard.”

There must be harmony and peace
in the soul in order to keep sin away
from our door—and this harmony is
only found in the true Church of
Jesus Christ—the Catholic Church,
—Intermountain Catholic.
