United States.
Bishop Jaxfs Mobbed in Texas.—The 

inhabitants of Fannin county, Texas, have un­
dertaken to expel the clergymen of tbe M. 
Episcopal Church, North, who preach in that 
vicinity. A Conference, with Bishop Janes 
presiding,, being in session at Timber creek, a 
commiitee of fifty was appointed to wait upon 
them, and warn them not to prosecute further 
the business of the Conference, end order their 
departure from the county on pain of having 
Lynch law applied to them. This doty was per­
formed in the following manner :

On the Sabbath, tbe great day of tbe Con­
ference, Bishop Janes was in the pulpit and the 
introductory services were in progress, when, 
from the windows ol the church, far away on 
the level plain, might be seen some horsemen 
approaching. Tbe bouse was about two-thirds 
full, when they knelt in prayer; on arising, the 
horsemen bad arrived, tied their horses and 
crowded into every open place in tbe boose.

As tbe Bishop arose to announce bis text, tbe 
leader of the mob, about three feet from tbe 
Bishop before him, exclaimed, -1 have 
business, sir, rather unpleasant to me, and more 
so to you ; we have resolved in public meeting 
that you shall not preach or bold meeting in 
these regions.” The Bishop replied that it was 
not bis place to decline to preach ; it was lor the 
society living there and owning tbe boose to 
decide whether it could be occupied that morn­
ing cccording to appointment, and unless tbe 
trustees or proper authorities forbade him, be 
must preach. Tbe leader ol tbe mob replied 
threateningly, declaring that in all that region 
Methodist societies should no longer be tolerated. 
The firmness of Bishop Janet enabled him to 
finish bis sermon, but lor prudential reasons, tbe 
Conference dispersed.

Outrages on American Citizens in 
1’eru—Our government is likely to continue to 
have a busy time in settling quarrels with the 
Spanish American republics. We have accounts 
ol tbe success of Miramon in Mexico, and his in 
dignation at tbe recognition ol tbe rival govern 
ment of Juarez by the United States, and his 
dism e-al of the American Consul General ; and 
simultaneously statements of outrages upon 
Ameiican citizens in Chili.

The Chilenos were formerly very favorable to 
the people of the United States, bat their enii 
grant, to California have been treated much the 
same as tbe Chinese, and this has caused the 
Americans to become obnoxious in Chili.

In the late outbreak in Valparaiso, the Am­
erican consulate was invaded, and American 
citizens generally, subjected to outrage. One 
of them, Hosatio Gates Jones was murdered in 
his own house, and in tbe midst of bis family, 
and his brother was mortally wounded. The 
house was plundered, all the money and valuables 
carried away and tbe furniture destroyed. The 
bouse of Dr. J. B Casa Bianca, also a citizen of 
the United States, wrs forcibly entered and 
plundered. Dr. Da fly and Mr. Albert Sbess, 
also citizens of tbe United States, were robbed, 
and others were compelled to flee, or pay g 
ransom for their safety.—American Traveller.

The Christian Examiner lor March, a 
Unitarian quaiterly, bas a long article on 
Stevens’ History of Methodism. This is one of 
its paragraphs : “ The peculiar power of Method­
ism lies in the practical, wise, humane tendency 
of its efforts. • By their fruits ye shall know 
them' is its leading motto, and we believe it can 
well abide this lest. No church, except the 
Roman Catholic, can compare withjtbe Methodist 
in the active determination to do away the re­
proof that • tbe children of this world are wiser 
in their generation than the children of light.’ 
No Church has done so much—notwithstanding 
what has been or may be said about tbe despot ic 
power cf its hierarchy—to defend the doctrine 
ol the equal sanctity of sincere ministers of God, 
whether formally ordained or uot; a favorite 
skying among Methodists is, that * it takes the 
whole Church to.preach the Gospel ’—certainly 
then to [leifcrm it.”

Theodore Parker—The rittsburg Advo­
cate my»: “ We are pleased to see that there is 
one Christian divine who has bad tbe courage to 
rebuke Antichrist in tbe person of Theodore 
Parker. Not that we think that this notorious 
individual is worthy, either tor bis genius, eru 
li.lion, or works, to be made the subject ol a pub 
lie lecture ; but as the representative ol modern 
Boston infidelity, be becomes a fit subject lor 
discussion. Dr. Foster, of the Evanston Unr- 
versity, Las done a good work in tearing the 
thin disguise from this audacious enemy ol 
Chris ianity, who has been invited to lecture to 
Christian men and women in nearly every city 
ol the Union, regardless of tbe mischief thus 
done, pmbabably unwittingly, to the cause of 
Christ. Parker preaches on the Sabbath to a 
reeular congregation, and has thus thrown a veil 
over his real character and teachings which has 
shielded his delormities from many. Great 
numbers of strangers, attracted by bis reputa­
tion as a speaker, visit his temple, little imagin­
ing that they are woishipping at the shrine ot a 
falsa god. Since Dr* Foster’s juat delineation 
Ol Parker's true religious character and of bis 
deadly hdred to Christ, no excuse can be ofler- 
ed by those who write 16 him to lecture, or by 
those who listen to his poisonous and most in­
sidious attacks on Christianity.

He was modest and 
retiring—tbe very seal of honor end honesty.— 
His social feelings were elevated and refined, 
bis «flections strong nod marked. He was a 
gentleman of intelligence, and wielded a con 
•iderable influence among his neighbors and 
friends.—Louitville Confier, 26/A.

New Comet.—Professor Watson, at Ann 
Arbor, Michigan, tbe 28d inst, at 9 P. M., dis 
covered a new Comet, near tbe atar numbered 
17 in the constellation Lynx.

Once a year, or oflener, 
he ravaged lie lands and villages] of all the 
neighbouring kingdoms, for the purpose of cap­
turing men, women, and children, with the in­
tention of selling them to the white traders who 
constantly visited tbe African coast. Such was 
tire loyalty of his subjects that they sacrificed 
eight hundred negroes—mostly prisoners—to his 
memory and names / His son and heir King 
Gezo 11, was so overwhelmed with affliction at 
the death of bis ezemplary parent that the Court 
Calendar, or Court Gossip published at the re- 
gai capital of Dahomey, records that to while 
away bis sorrow and cheer hie bereaved heart be 
had sallied forth with hie warriors on a grand 
slave hunt. The more commonplace and com­
mercial population, however, ol ibe Dahomenian 
metropolis assert that hi* royal intention is to 
supply by fresh captures the great scarcity of 
slaves in the market, caused by bis filial act ol 
wholesale sacrifice.—Am Paper.

Latest from Europe.
BT B. *. S CANADA.

The Canada arrived yesterday morning with 
advices lo the 7th inst. We extract from WU- 
mer h Smith’s European Tintes the latest and 
moat important intelligence :

The Elections —The number of members 
elected np to yesterday was 552, of whom 304 
are Liberals, and 248 Conservatives, which 
shows,* majority of 56 Liberals. There are 
still more than 100 members to be retained, bat 
it is hardly likely that tbe present proportions 
will be much altered by the result, so that Lord 
Derby is almost certain to meet the new Parlia­
ment in a decided minority. Tbe only man of 
mark who has been thrown out is Mr. Bernal 
Osborne, and from the disclosures which lure 
transpired, tbe means of seenring bis defeat will 
unseat tbe sitting members, on petition. Tbe

Seateel Conservative triumph hat occurred in 
rath Lancashire, where tbe late member, Mr. 

Cbeetbam, has been defeated by Mr. Algernon 
Egerton, second son of tbe late Earl of Elles­
mere, and Mr. J. Pemberton Heywood, tbe 
Liberal banker, by Mr. Legb, an officer in the 
army, who fought at Inkerman. Tbe liberal 
losses in tbe boroughs amount to 28; in tbe 
counties 7.

Tbe first tblow bas been struck between tbe 

Austrians and Sardinians, and tbe latter, without 
the aid of tbe French, have been successful It 
occurred at Fruinetto, where the enemy at 
tempted to cross tbe Po, and, according to tbe 
Piedmontese version, tbe Austrians suflered 
severely, and Ibe Sardinians very slightly. Tbe 
cannonade, which commenced on Tuesday, lasted 
fifteen hours that day, and, recommencing on 
the afternoon of Wednesday, lasted tbe whole of 
tbe day. From tbe situation of tbe belligerents, 
which will be found described in another column, 
the trial of strength cannot be prolonged beyond 
a tew days. Every hour may bring intelligence
of a general engagement.

The “ war of Italian independence” is lo be 
■entially a war of crowned heads, as Francis 

Joseph is now to lake tbe command of his army 
in company with tbe old and experienced Gene­
ral He* The King of Sardinia is already at 
Ibe bead of bis forces, Lon is Napoleon waits but 
the word of the Augurs, and the Emperor of 
Austria is quite ready to lead his soldiers to 
victory. It is stated that General He* disap­
proves of part of Gyolai's plan of attack, but this 
may be reckoned * one of the rumours which it 
is easy to set afloat under any circumstances. 
Part of the Como gerularmerie, armed with 
Minie rifle», are reported to have tied from 
Aastria and joined the Piedmontese.

Tbe letters and correspondence from Italy 
supply details which the brevity of telegraphic 
communications always throws away as extra­
neous matter. We learn the enthusiasm with 
which the French have been received both iu 
Turin and Genoa, and cf the Sardinian clergy 
ottering prayers for tbe safety of tbe King and 
tbe «access of his irmy. Louis Napoleon, too, 
baa lately ordered e levy of 20,000 sailors, a 
measure which can only be meant lor naval pur­
poses, and against whom tbe navy is to be direct, 
ed it is for tbe French Emperor to say. Aus­
tria, on her side, has thrown a whole division of 
her soldiers into the seaport town of Ancona, 
and this step, beside* provoking tbe anger of the 
Pope, has no apparent connection with her 
movements in other parts of Italy.

A Vienna letter speaks of a probable rising of 
tbe Christian population in Turkey; and such an 
event is not unlikely in the present unsettled 
state of Europe. Omar Pacha was sent for Irom 
Bagdad to take tbe command of tbe Turkish 
forces at Sbumla, where 120,000 men are con­
centrated. The Montenegrins are unsettled, 
Prince Milosch is raising a Servian militia, and 
tbe Hospodar ol tbe Principalities is demanding 
tbe arms which the Ratslans carried away with 
them at the beginning of tbe last war.

A meeting of tbe Prussian Chamber ol Depu 
is look place on Thursday at Berlin, when the 

Foreign Minister made a statement with regard 
to the position of Prussia in the present cnars.— 
He demanded the increase of the income-tax for 
one year, and a farther addition of 25 per cent, 
to that increase in case the mobilisation of tbe 
army should become necessary.

77>e King of Saxony has convoked an extra­
ordinary session of tbe Saxon Chambers, on ac­
count ol the menacing aspect of European 
affaire.

It is stated that the Dutch government has ap­
plied lo the Chambers for a grant of £500,000, 
to defray tbe cost of defensive preparations.

The official journals in Petersburg are “ autho­
rised to declare in the most positive manner ” 
that Runia has not contracted an alliance, offen­
sive and defensive, with any other power. His 
Majesty only takes the precaution to meet any 
emergency, a measure lor which England can 
hardly blame him, when she herself is crying 
out to make ready the “ dogs of war." Far as 
English distrust of Russia goes, it can hardly re­
fuse to place confidence in this explicit denial, 
and tbe country may now therefore “ eat its 
meals in peace.”

The news from India is gratifying. We learn 
that tbe notorious Tantia Topee has been cap­
tured, that Rajah Maun Sing has surrendered, 
and that the columns de Sales and Rich bad at­
tacked and killed five hundred of the euemy.

The eflorts to man tbe Navy, with a view to 
onr own insular protection, have been progress­
ing with great energy in the leading seaports of 
tbe kingdom, and hitherto with much success.

According to tbe Paris correspondent of the 
Timet, the French Government are at present 
engaged in endeavouring to seduce the neutrality 
of Prussia, and have pronounced, on their side, 
not lo form an army of observation on the Rhine, 
and that the war shall be circumscribed to Italy 

The Vienna correspondent of the Timet re­
torts that an Austrian corps of observation is to 
re posted near Cracow, to watch the Russians 
who are gathering .on tbe Austrian frontier.— 
French subjects in Austria are placed under tbe 
protection of the Spanish Minister. Money Is 
so scarce at Vienna that the discount on first- 
rate paper has risen to ten and even twelve per 
cant.

Permission has been asked by the Duke of 
Cambridge, to send a British officer to the Sar­
dinian bead quarters, and Colonel Cadogan is 

rid to have been selected.
The Prince Archbishop of Vienna has Issued 
pastoral letter, in which the crimes of Pied­

mont and the ambitious views of Napoleon III. 
are attacked, and tbe opinion is expressed that 
war is not the greitest of evils, but is often a 
glorious work accomplished in the service of 
equity.
